Bible Study Thursday 24 January, 2002

Forgetting those things that are behind; that is the old way or mode of living.

Philippians 3:13-14 Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before, 14 I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. KJV


All too often, we drag around many of the old habits, traits, traditions or what have you, from our former life (one’s life before Christ) rather than accepting Father’s forgiveness and learning to walk in His forgetfulness.

 


The Bible tells us that we have become a new creation in Christ. Old things have passed away. Now, it is a matter of one learning to follow Father’s instructions in the Christian operations manual (Bible).

 


Is it always easy to forget those things that are behind? NO! 

 


[Forgetting those things which are behind] My conduct is not regulated nor influenced by that of others; I consider my calling, my Master, my work, and my end. If others think they have time to loiter or trifle, I have none: time is flying; eternity is at hand; and my all is at stake. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Psalms 45:10 Hearken, O daughter, and consider, and incline thine ear; forget also thine own people, and thy father's house; KJV

 


Taken in reference to Christ and the Gospel, this is an address to the Gentiles to forsake their idolatrous customs and connexions, to embrace Christ and his Gospel in the spirit of reverence and obedience, with the promise that if beautified with the graces of his Spirit, Christ will delight in them, and take them for his peculiar people; which has been done. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 


Leaving behind all of the old habits, traits, characteristics, or people that would cause one to lose their relationship with Father. Yet, it is hard to do, because these are the things that were instilled in us, as we grew up in the world, with the world’s standards.

 


Thus, why one needs to daily, set their eyes, their focus, their entire being in and on the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. Where is your focus or concentration at this day?
