People can make all of the excuses that they want to for not following Him, yet,
be assured, that God and His Word will prevail.

John 12:48 He that rejecteth me, and receiveth not my words, hath one that judgeth him: the word that I have spoken, the same shall judge him in the last day. KJV

Often times when one rejects God's Word, they seldom give thought to the fact that it is taking direct opposition to God. If one always gave thoughtful consideration to that which God is asking, they would seldom tell Him no. However, the fact is that we do not always give full thought or awareness to the things that God does ask of us.


Isaiah 53:3 He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not. KJV


We hid as it were our faces from him. More literally, [and (it was) like a hiding of face from him]. That is, men would persistently avoid facing the real Christ, preferring a "historical Jesus," who would not trouble them with his cross. (From Wycliffe Commentary)

 

Men, who should have had so much reason as to understand things better, so much tenderness as not to trample upon a man in misery-- men whom he came to seek and save rejected him: "We hid as it were our faces from him, looked another way, and his sufferings were as nothing to us; though never sorrow was like unto his sorrow. Nay, we not only behaved as having no concern for him, but as loathing him, and having him in detestation." It may be read, He hid as it were his face from us, concealed the glory of his majesty, and drew a veil over it, and therefore he was despised and we esteemed him not, because we could not see through that veil. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

In rejecting His Word, that is, what He asks of us, are we not hiding our faces from Him? In essence, are we not turning our back on Him? If we cannot look on Him, is He then able to look on us?

 

If you could see God face to face, would you refuse to do what He would ask of you?


John 5:19 Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for what things soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise. KJV

 

Paul tells us that we should walk in the Spirit, so we will not fulfill the leadings or swaying of the flesh. So, one must not only learn to hear Father's voice, that is learning to hear in the Spirit realm, but one must also learn to see in the Spirit realm as well.

 

For the biggest part of one's life, they have learned to judge as well as base all things by what the flesh sees and senses in the physical realm. The Word tells us that we must establish a relationship with the Father. For those that worship, communicate or fellowship with Him, must do so in Spirit and in truth. This is the fellowship or relationship Father seeks with His children. Yet is this the relationship we seek with Him?
