Bible Study Thursday August 30, 2001

<d-g> Father we give you thanks and praise for all that you have done and provided this day, that we would be strengthened with all might according to your glorious power to accomplish all that you are asking of us this day, through Jesus Christ our Lord

<d-g> James 1:23-25 23 For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural face in a glass: 24 For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was. 25 But whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in his deed. (KJV)

<d-g> the perfect law of liberty, the law of the spirit of life in Christ Jesus, has made me free from the law of sin and death

<d-g> sometimes we have a tendency, to see things in the word, and think they are for someone else, and not us

<d-g> being a doer of the word, and not a hearer only, is to continually acknowledge, and stay in agreement with the completed work that Father accomplished on your behalf the moment you were born again

<d-g> learning to be faithful in that which is least, so that you will be faithful in much

<d-g> remembering, that faith is by hearing, hearing that message delivered by Christ, and allowing it to become real and alive to you, all things becoming new

<d-g> its by these promises of God, that we are able to become partakers of his divine nature, having escaped the corruption of this world

<d-g> James 1:22 22 But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves.  (KJV)

<d-g> being a doer of the word, is a constant, ,moment by moment, renewing of the mind, coming into agreement with His word, allowing this transformation to take place by the renewing of the mind

<d-g> Phile 1:6 6 That the communication of thy faith may become effectual by the acknowledging of every good thing which is in you in Christ Jesus. (KJV)

<d-g> the communication of thy faith, joint participation, can only become effective by the acknowledging of every good thing which is in you, Christ in you the hope of glory

<d-g> the problem is, and the way we deceive ourselves, is we forget who it is that lives and abides in us, we become forgetful hearers when we start leaning to our own understanding, walking by sight and not faith

<d-g> to acknowledge every good thing, is to have a full discernment, to rightly divide the word of truth, having our spiritual senses exercised to discern both good and evil

<d-g> so any time we forget what manner of man we are, being born again not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, we deceive ourselves by spending more time focusing on faults and shortcomings, rather than acknowledging that good and perfect gift with in you

<d-g> Gen 1:31 31 And God saw every thing that he had made, and, behold, it was very good. And the evening and the morning were the sixth day. (KJV)

<d-g> God saw us, every one of His creation as good, and to think or believe anything else, is simply to call him a liar

<d-g> as a man thinks in his heart, so is he, i live yet not i, but Christ lives within me

<d-g> Jer 18:4 4 And the vessel that he made of clay was marred in the hand of the potter: so he made it again another vessel, as seemed good to the potter to make it. (KJV)

<d-g> and even though in the beginning, man fell, God made another vessel, accept a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God

<d-g> every good and perfect gift is from above, he sent His son to be the example, that we could be conformed to that image that is pleasing to the potter

<d-g> Eph 3:7 7 Whereof I was made a minister, according to the gift of the grace of God given unto me by the effectual working of his power. (KJV)

<d-g> if paul would have spent all his time in the past, acknowledging all his mistakes and shortcomings, do you think he would have been very effective?

<chosen> no

<diligently> no not at all

<at-peace> no

<d-g> he was made a minister, he allowed the potter to have his way, by acknowledging every good thing that Christ was doing within him

<d-g> and by doing that, forgetting those things that were behind, he was able to press toward the mark of the prize

<d-g> Col 1:11-12 11 Strengthened with all might, according to his glorious power, unto all patience and longsuffering with joyfulness; 12 Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light:  (KJV)

<d-g> according, coming into agreement, looking into that perfect law of liberty, and continuing in it, learning to be patient and longsuffering with yourself, knowing that He that has begun this good work, will continue to perform it 

<d-g> and by acknowledging every good thing within you, you are going to be more apt to give thanks, rather than spending your days fretting 

<d-g> Rom 9:20 20 Nay but, O man, who art thou that repliest against God? Shall the thing formed say to him that formed it, Why hast thou made me thus?
(KJV)

<d-g> God chastens those that He loves, and He does it with love, not by guilt or condemnation

<d-g> He doesnt need our help in that area, so by learning to acknowledge every good thing, not focusing on things you think should be changed, you will allow the potter to have his way

<d-g> and the discernment is important as well, knowing when it is the accuser of the bretheren coming to steal kill and destroy, or when Father is asking us to make the change

<d-g> so when you go about your day today, keep in mind that new creation, walk in newness of life, and dont forget that God did a complete work on our behalf

<d-g> Phil 4:8  8 Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things. (KJV)
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
