Bible Study Tuesday 1 January, 2002

 


Today, now faith is! Yet how often is one more concerned with tomorrow, than the present? Or do we often look back to yesterday, and think about that which we may have done differently?

 

Matthew 6:34 Take therefore no thought for the morrow: for the morrow shall take thought for the things of itself. Sufficient unto the day is the evil thereof. KJV

The future falls under the cognizance of God alone: we encroach, therefore, upon his rights, when we would fain foresee all that may happen to us, and secure ourselves from it by our cares. How much good is omitted, how many evils caused, how many duties neglected, how many innocent persons deserted, how many good works destroyed, how many truths suppressed, and how many acts of injustice authorized by, those timorous forecasts of what may happen; and those faithless apprehensions concerning the future! (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

Worldly-mindedness is as insidious as it is destructive to spirituality in the Christian. The innocence of secular occupations is the plea on which inordinate attention to them is permitted to steal away the heart. And thus it is that the care of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the pleasures of this life-- silently but surely-- choke the word, and no fruit is brought to perfection. How often one ignores the counsel and instructions that Father gives us within His Word. We are told that it is now faith that we are to be operating in. We are to seek God for our daily bread, and not be as the children of Israel, who tried to take more than was necessary for the day. They were so busy planning for the morrow, that they neglected their relationship with God today.
