Bible Study Tuesday 5 February, 2002

 
One would not think of driving down the road at night without using the headlights. Yet, how often does one try to walk down the path of life without the light of the glorious gospel of Christ?

 
2 Corinthians 4:4 In whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto them. KJV

Without having the proper illumination, how can one be sure of where they are going, or of the direction they are heading?


John 8:12 Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life. KJV
All too often, one determines what direction they should head, or where they should go, by what they have determined or considered their daily routine. But what is that daily routine based in and upon? Just as Paul tells us, that we should be followers of him, in those things which he has followed Christ. Yet, how often does one imitate the bad habits of a person, as well as the good?
Deuteronomy 4:9 Only take heed to thyself, and keep thy soul diligently, lest thou forget the things which thine eyes have seen, and lest they depart from thy heart all the days of thy life: KJV

            How often do you hear people when asked, how things were for the day, respond that things went "as usual"? Or, that it was "the same old thing"? The usual, should be starting each and everyday off, with the Word of God. It should not be the "same old thing", but rather "now faith" that one is operating in. Being that example of the believers in all our manner of living, at all times!


Ephesians 4:22-24 That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts; 23 And be renewed in the spirit of your mind; 24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness. KJV
