<opentext> Then, the area we all struggle with from time to time, remaining steadfast in our confidence, in the work that He has begun in us.

<opentext> Heb 10:35Cast not away therefore your confidence, which hath great recompence of reward. 36For ye have need of patience, that, after ye have done the will of God, ye might receive the promise. (KJV)

<opentext> To maintain the confidence, one must continue in the Word on a moment by moment basis.

<opentext> Keeping the mind renewed with His Word, so that one's focus is in and on the truth, and not giving way to the lies.

<opentext> Often times we want to blame everyone or everything else for our own shortcomings. Yet, we can see that Paul tells us the we, the individual must continue in the faith, and remain grounded and settled in knowing that the message we have heard is true, and that He is able to bring it to pass, as we allow Him to be the Lord of our life.
