Bible Study Tuesday September 25, 2001

<d-g> Father this is the day that you have made, let us be glad and rejoice in as we give you thanks and praise for all the spiritual blessings you have bestowed upon us through Jesus Christ our Lord

<d-g> 1 Tim 6:12 Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, whereunto thou art also called, and hast professed a good profession before many witnesses.  (KJV)

<d-g> as you recall yesterday, we discussed the good fight of faith, faith, our ability to hear the message delivered by Christ, then walk according to his ways

<d-g> the fight, or the battleground if you will, is basically in our minds, what we will allow to rule our spirit man this day, the prince of this world, or the Prince of peace

<d-g> 2 Cor 10:3
For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh:
4 (For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds;)  (KJV)

<d-g> we do not war after the flesh,  another words the battle is not between each other, remember paul said that where these envy's and strife’s are, then one is carnal

<d-g> but what i wanted to point out here in verse 4, our weapons are mighty, but it is only done through God, and then and only then will these strong holds come down

<d-g> i can do all things, through Christ who strengthens me, with God all things are possible, and without him i can do nothing

<d-g> simply put the strongholds are nothing more than the old nature, the way we have been taught in the past, the traditions and doctrines of man that have taken root and tried to influence our decisions

<d-g> we have an unction of the holy one, we do know all things, now it is a matter of receiving the things of God, remember, faith is a fact that demands an act, we are changed by the renewing of the mind

<d-g> Eph 3:20 Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us,  (KJV)

<d-g> i want you to notice the first word of this verse, Now

<d-g> one of the lies and deceptions we buy into at times is maybe someday, someday when i have studied more, or someday when i am like so and so, Father may somehow find a way to use me

<d-g> but unless one takes the time, seek ye first his kingdom, taking the shield of now faith, we will continue to limit Father, rather than allowing the new man to grow and prosper

<d-g> the word i want you to look at in verses 20 there is the word, according

<d-g> the word according means to be in agreement with, harmony is another def also

<d-g> its means that as i come into agreement with the word, letting the peace of God rule in the heart, it then renews the mind, and we have now yielded ourselves unto Him

<d-g> it now eliminates self, neither be ye of a doubtful mind, and allows us to walk in agreement with His thoughts and his ways, that as isa put, are much higher than ours

<d-g> Isa 55: 9 For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.  (KJV)

<d-g> so basically, it comes down to our first response to any situation we will encounter during our daily walks

<d-g> will it be in the spirit, which is where the victory is, or will it be one in the flesh

<diligently> will be in the spirit

<d-g> how do you expect things to turn out, do you really believe that in all things we are more than conquerors, or is it something that one still hopes for, maybe some day ?

<chosen> we should remember that we are triumphant in Him

<diligently> when  we leave all things up to Father to deal with , they always turn out .

<diligently> if i stay out of His way so He can.

<d-g> how about exceeding abundantly, above all that we could ask or think, expecting nothing less

<d-g> Ps 62:5 My soul, wait thou only upon God; for my expectation is from him. 6 He only is my rock and my salvation: he is my defence; I shall not be moved. (KJV)

<d-g> as a fighter enters the ring, if he enters thinking he is going to be beaten, if the opponent appears to much to handle, do you think he will endure the match?

<chosen> no

<diligently> no...he has to believe

<matti> no

<d-g> def. for …my expectation   8615  tiqvah-  1) a cord    2) hope, expectation   a) hope b) the ground of hope c) things hoped for, an outcome

<d-g> my expectation, the outcome, now faith is, the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen

<diligently> know with his whole heart and soul, Father is in charge and all things are done for the good of us.

<d-g> by taking the time to wait upon the Lord, to be still and know that He is God, He is the God of my life, He has the final say, and according to his word we have the victory, i am able to enter the ring knowing the victory is ours

<d-g> and our expectation should be nothing less than the total victory that is afforded us by the sacrifice of His only begotten son, which He accomplished on our behalf

<d-g> Col 1:29 Whereunto I also labour, striving according to his working, which worketh

 in me mightily.  (KJV)

<d-g> His word works in me mightily, the weapons of our warfare are mighty, when i am in agreement with Him, when i am willing to follow the same victorious path that His Son walked for me, leaving in it defeated foes

<d-g> and that is our labor, to enter into His rest, to cease from our own works, and allow him to take over

<d-g> John 6:28 Then said they unto him, What shall we do, that we might work the works

 of God?
29 Jesus answered and said unto them, This is the work of God, that ye

 believe on him whom he hath sent.
 (KJV)

<d-g> this is our labor, and at times it is a fight, to keep this body in subjection to the spirit, so that one will endure to the end, and expect nothing less than total victory which is ours for the taking

<d-g> believe on the example set by the Son, the same spirit that worked in Him is in us, hold fast that profession of faith without wavering

<d-g> God is no respecter of persons, what He did for one, is now, not someday available to those that believe, not letting the outward dictate, but rather willing to walk by faith, and not sight

<d-g> to those

<d-g> 2 Tim 1:8
Be not thou therefore ashamed of the testimony of our Lord, nor of me his prisoner: but be thou partaker of the afflictions of the gospel according to the power of God; 9
Who hath saved us, and called us with an holy calling, not according to our works, but according to his own purpose and grace, which was given us in Christ Jesus before the world began,  (KJV)

<d-g> so what is it you are thinking on this day, what will you allow to be the deciding factor in all your decisions you make, what will be your first response, and finally, what is your expectation, victory, or defeat?

<diligently> victory in Christ Jesus

<d-g> lay hold on eternal life this day, take hold of it, seize it, and don’t let go, and the more we stay in agreement and harmony with the word, the more mightily it will work in us

<diligently> leaving in it defeated foes... what is defeated foes?

<d-g> Heb 2:17 Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. 18 For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour

 them that are tempted.  (KJV)

<d-g> what better example to have for us, than one who walked on this path of  life, was tempted in all manner as we are, and yet sinned not

<diligently> yes

<d-g> Col 2:15 And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it. (KJV)

<d-g> Heb 4:15 For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin. 16
Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.  (KJV)

<d-g> basically, we come before the throne of grace, seeking His counsel, so that we can walk in that same victory

<d-g> and being that he was tempted in the same manner, he is able to show us how to walk in the same manner, and yet sin not

<d-g> does that help

<diligently> yes, thank you
