The God of the universe wants the eyes of your understanding to be enlightened to the truth of His plan of reconciliation. 

Ephesians 4:14-15 That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; 15 But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: (KJV)

    If one listens to man's explanation of things, one will be tossed to and fro, and will be guided down the wrong path. It is only as one becomes rooted and grounded in the truth of God's Word, that they will be able to hear, understand, and act in accordance with God's love.

    2 Corinthians 5:18-21 And all things are of God, who hath reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation; 19 To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation. 20 Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did beseech you by us: we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God. 21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him. Definition for reconciliation: 2643 katallage- adjustment of a difference, reconciliation, restoration to favor 
in the New Testament of the restoration of the favor of God to sinners that repent and put their trust in the expiatory death of Christ.

 

    Not only has God made reconciliation available to each and every person on this planet, but it is also the ministry or service that one is to walk in as well. Being restored to that image of God, by and through Christ Jesus.

 

    God has not only made available forgiveness for our sins, but as fast as we confess our sins or transgressions, they are forgotten as well, and never to be brought to remembrance again. (Isaiah 43:25, Isaiah 44:22, Philippians 3:13-14).
