Bible Study Wednesday 27 February 2002

Often times people will tell me that the things that Jesus Christ said, was not quite what He meant. If one does not trust Him, who will they trust?

John 12:49 For I have not spoken of myself; but the Father which sent me, he gave me a commandment, what I should say, and what I should speak. KJV

Paul tells us in the book to the Galatians what the will of God is. "Grace be to you and peace from God the Father, and from our Lord Jesus Christ, who gave himself for our sins, that he might deliver us from this present evil world, according to the will of God and our Father:" 

    

We are saved by grace, through faith. It is when one accepts this grace, by faith, that one begins to come to an understanding of what God's will is for their life. Jesus Christ gave Himself in our behalf for our sins, that our dependency would be in the Father, by and through Him.

 

God supplies all of our need, not our wants, by and through Christ Jesus. It is based in and upon His riches in glory. Yet, how often do we pray according to His will? Note, that Paul also says in Galatians, that we might be delivered from this present evil world, according to the "will of God." Paul tells Timothy, that the love of money, or the love of the source of power on this earth, is the root of all evil.

 

It is only as a person determines within themselves, that they will serve God according to His Word, that they can be, or will be sincere in doing His will.

 

Jesus Christ said: "For I have not spoken of myself; but the Father which sent me." How often is that we will speak our own mind?

 

Paul tells us that we should have the mind of Christ. Yet, this is only possible when one surrenders to the will of the Father. Often times one will say that they have surrendered to God's will, but in all reality have not. They still seek their own ends, as well as their own justification.
