Bible Study Wednesday 2 January, 2002
 

Give us this day, our daily, weekly, monthly, or yearly provisions?

 

Matthew 6:11 Give us this day our daily bread. KJV

 

Does one really trust God for what they are about to receive, or do you only hope that He will? Is your prayer to Him one of communicating your needs knowing that He has promised, and thus He will do?

The other thing that most miss within this verse, is that it says "give us" this day. The body of Christ is a team effort, and yet how often do we try to do things individually?

 

Ephesians 4:3 Endeavouring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. KJV

 

Ephesians 4:13 Till we all come in the "unity of the faith", "and of the knowledge of the Son of God", unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: KJV

 

1. God is the author and dispenser of all temporal as well as spiritual good. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
 

Yet, does one always make God their source for everything? Does one remember that only every good gift, and every perfect gift comes from the Father above?


2. We have merited no kind of good from his hand, and therefore must receive it as a free gift: Give us, etc. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

It is a gift; therefore, it must be received. So first it has to be received and then used in accordance with the instructions which are given with the gift.


3. We must depend on him daily for support; we are not permitted to ask anything for tomorrow: give us to-day. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
Yet, does one really trust Him to provide for them?

 

4. That petition of the ancient Jews is excellent: "Lord, the necessities of thy people Israel are many, and their knowledge small, so that they know not how to disclose their necessities: Let it be thy good pleasure to give to every man, what sufficeth for food!"-- Thus they expressed their dependence, and left it to God to determine what was best and most suitable. We must ask only that which is essential to our support, God having promised neither luxuries nor superfluities. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
Isaiah 56:11-12 Yea, they are greedy dogs which can never have enough, and they are shepherds that cannot understand: they all look to their own way, every one for his gain, from his quarter. 12 Come ye, say they, I will fetch wine, and we will fill ourselves with strong drink; and to morrow shall be as this day, and much more abundant. KJV

 

[Greedy dogs] Insatiably feeding themselves with the fat, and clothing themselves with the wool, while the flock is scattered, ravaged, and starved! O what an abundance of these dumb and greedy dogs are there found hanging on and prowling about the flock of Christ! How can any careless, avaricious, hireling minister read this without agitation and dismay? (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

The spirit of this epicurean sentiment is this: Let us indulge ourselves in the present time to the utmost, and instead of any gloomy forebodings of the future, let us expect nothing but increasing hilarity for every day we shall live. Thus they, "Counting on long years of pleasure here, Are quite unfurnished for the world to come." (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
