We are to put away childish things. Have you?

Isaiah 1:15-16 And when ye spread forth your hands, I will hide mine eyes from you: yea, when ye make many prayers, I will not hear: your hands are full of blood. 16 Wash you, make you clean; put away the evil of your doings from before mine eyes; cease to do evil; KJV

[Cease to do evil] The prophet is specifying what was necessary in order that their prayers might be heard, and that they might find acceptance with God. What he states here is a universal truth. If sinners wish to find acceptance with God, they must come renouncing all sin; resolving to put away everything that God hates, however dear it may be to the heart. (From Barnes' Notes)

1 Peter 3:10-12 For he that will love life, and see good days, let him refrain his tongue from evil, and his lips that they speak no guile: 11 Let him eschew evil, and do good; let him seek peace, and ensue it. 12 For the eyes of the Lord are over the righteous, and his ears are open unto their prayers: but the face of the Lord is against them that do evil. KJV

 

He who wishes to live long and prosperously, must act as he is here directed. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

  
 1. He must refrain from evil-speaking, lying, and slandering. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
 

How often does one’s bad habits arise in their speech? Our words are spirit, however, are they producing life or death?


 2. He must avoid flattery and fair speeches, which cover hypocritical or wicked intentions. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Does one present the truth, or cover it up a bit so we do not offend anyone? Are our words ministering grace to the hearer?


 3. He must avoid evil, keep going away ekklinatoo (grk 1578), from evil. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
 

Evil company or communications, does indeed corrupt, pollute, destroy good morals or manners. Mark and avoid those that are operating in the flesh.


 4. He must do good; he must walk in the way of righteousness. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
 

Learning to do only those things which we see Father do. To do this, one must learn to see and walk in the Spirit. Being that example of the believers!


 5. He must live peaceably with all men; seek peace where it has been lost; restore it where it has been broken, and pursue it where it seems to be flying away. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Mark 9:43-44 And if thy hand offend thee, cut it off: it is better for thee to enter into life maimed, than having two hands to go into hell, into the fire that never shall be quenched: 44 Where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched. KJV


Mark 9:45-46 And if thy foot offend thee, cut it off: it is better for thee to enter halt into life, than having two feet to be cast into hell, into the fire that never shall be quenched: 46 Where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched. KJV


Mark 9:47 And if thine eye offend thee, pluck it out: it is better for thee to enter into the kingdom of God with one eye, than having two eyes to be cast into hell fire: KJV
