Bible Study Wednesday 9 January, 2002


Are you as mindful of God this day, as He is of you?

 

Psalms 8:4 What is man, that thou art mindful of him? and the son of man, that thou visitest him? KJV
 

[What is man] what is wretched, miserable man; man in his fallen state, full of infirmity, ignorance, and sin? (From Adam Clarke Commentary)


[That thou art mindful of him?] That thou settest thy heart upon him, keepest him continually in thy merciful view. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)


[And the son of man] and the son of Adam, the first great rebel; the fallen child of a fallen parent. Some think eminent men are here intended. What is man in common; what the most eminent men; that thou shouldst be mindful of them, or deign to visit them? (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

[That thou visitest him?] By sending thy Holy Spirit to convince him of sin, righteousness, and judgment. It is by these visits that man is preserved in a salvable state. Were God to withhold them, there would be nothing in the soul of man but sin, darkness, hardness corruption, and death. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

Isaiah 40:17-18 All nations before him are as nothing; and they are counted to him less than nothing, and vanity. 18 To whom then will ye liken God? or what likeness will ye compare unto him? KJV

 

Ephesians 1:4-5 According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love: 5 Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will, KJV

 

[According as he hath chosen us in him] As he has decreed from the beginning of the world, and has kept in view from the commencement of the religious system of the Jews (which the phrase sometimes means), to bring us Gentiles to the knowledge of this glorious state of salvation by Christ Jesus. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

Galatians 3:22 But the scripture hath concluded all under sin, that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to them that believe. KJV

 

The law discovered their wounds, but could not afford them a remedy: it showed that they were guilty, because it appointed sacrifices and purifications, which were manifestly insufficient to take away sin: and therefore the great design of it was that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to those that believe, that being convinced of their guilt, and the insufficiency of the law to effect a righteousness for them, they might be persuaded to believe on Christ, and so obtain the benefit of the promise.
