Philippians 4:6-7 Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God. (7) And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus. (KJV)
Strong’s definition for ‘careful’:
3309  merimnao (mer-im-nah'-o); from 3308; to be anxious about: KJV-- (be, have) care (-ful), take thought.

Thayer’s definition for ‘careful’:

3309  merimnao-

1) to be anxious, to be troubled with cares 

2) to care for, to look out for (a thing) 

a) to seek to promote one's interests 

b) caring or providing for

(6) Seeing therefore it remaineth that some must enter therein, and they to whom it was first preached entered not in because of unbelief: (KJV)
God did rest the seventh day because He saw that everything that was needed for mankind was done and provided, the way He saw fit.
