<opentext> Today, are you telling God that your life is filled with impossibilities?

<opentext> Phil 4:13, I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me. (KJV)

<opentext> One seldom realizes that they are a product of the environment which they have created for themselves, by the people they associate with; by the people that they place their faith and trust in.

<opentext> Thus, why the Word tells us, that we are to trust in the Lord with all of our heart. That we should not lean to our own understanding.

<opentext> Matthew 17:20, And Jesus said unto them, Because of your unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you.

<opentext> [Because of your unbelief] Are we preachers of the Gospel? Do the things of God rest upon our minds with a deep and steady conviction? Can we expect that a doctrine which we do not, from conviction, credit ourselves, can be instrumental in our hands of begetting faith in others? (AC)

<opentext> So we preached, and so ye believed. The word preached generally begets in the people the same spirit which the preacher possesses. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)

<opentext> All too often, one places their trust and faith in the people, rather then in God and His Word. What happens when we put our trust in people?

<diligently> they fail us,we sadden Fathers heart,we will fall.

<his> at some point we go astray..and are disappointed

<diligently> can not be a servant to man and Father

<opentext> Acts 17:11 These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so.(KJV)

<opentext> Thus why this example is so vital for us to hear and apply to our lives. That we compare all that we hear, with God and His word. Being sure that we are in agreement with God, so it is possible for His Word to work in our life.

<opentext> If man is our teacher, then one can never develop past the place to where the person they are listening to, has their faith developed to. Just as Jesus Christ told us that the servant is not greater then his master.

<opentext> That is why Paul scribed to us, that it is in Christ that we are to derive our strength from. Living and operating according to His Word, using and depending in and upon His strength.

<opentext> John 13:16-17, Verily, verily, I say unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him. If ye know these things, happy are ye if ye do them. (KJV)

<opentext> [The servant is not greater than his lord] Christ has ennobled the acts of humility by practicing them himself. The true glory of a Christian consists in being, in his measure, as humble as his Lord. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)

<opentext> In being a true servant, one will always want to point to the Father. The greater our love and knoweldge of God and His Word, the greater one will want others to have that which they have.

<opentext> This is what we see in the life of Jesus Christ, that He always tried to point the people to the grace, love, and mercy of the Father.

<opentext> John 16:13, Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come. (KJV)

<opentext> It is a matter of looking to God for the direction. Yes, God may use people, places or things to teach us and show us, however, one must remember whom the Giver of the wisdom and knowledge is. 

<opentext> Yet, do we always acknowledge Him for all that we have which is good? 

<diligently> no,at time have taken it for granted  

<his> not always..sometimes we are not fully aware of these things

<opentext> Or, do we at times take it for granted, or attribute it to someone other then Him?

<opentext> It is only as far as one has listened to the Word of God, and allowed it to develop within their life, that one will be able to believe and trust God for those things which He has told us. Those things which He has promised us. (And, one must remember, that God is not a man that He should lie)
