<opentext> One is supposed to  be led by the Spirit of truth!

<opentext> John 15:26, But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the Father, he shall testify of me: KJV

<opentext> Jesus Christ tells us that He stands at the door of our heart and knocks. Yet, how many are there that refuse to answer the door? 

<at-peace> many

<his> the flesh always has "better" things to do

<opentext> Still, how many others, will take their time in answering the knock at the door of their heart? Example: waiting till one is in the "thick" of problems, before allowing God to be sought or consulted.

<opentext> The gift of Christ, the pearl of great price, salvation, is presented to us; yet, one has to open the door of their heart and accept it.   The Word tells us to "ask, and it shall be given." 

<opentext> Yet, how may hope that God will intercede, without seeking the authoriative prescription from the great Physician?

<diligently> have done that also at timesam learning not to either one, daily.

<opentext> Once the gift is received, then it has to be used in full accordance or compliance of the instructions. Does one ever try to take short-cuts, rather then doing "all" that Father asks?

<chosen> when in the flesh we think we have all the answers for ourselves

<chosen> yes at times

<diligently> yes ,at times,not even realizing it.

<his> a constant struggle

<opentext> John 16:13, Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come. (KJV)

<opentext> Again, one has to remember that the Spirit of truth, has to not only be invited into your life, then one has to allow Him to lead, and listen to the instructions given, as one follows Him down the path of life. 

<opentext> It is easy for the flesh to follow someone, respect their knowledge and insights, and yet still ignore the counsel which they give.

<opentext> Do you think the children of Israel, thought it was a bit foolish, to be marching around the walls of Jericho?

<diligently> yes

<his> yes

<opentext> Have you ever thought when God has asked something of you, that God just did not understand what was going on?

<chosen> yes

<opentext> Thus why the Word tells us to lean not to our own understanding, but that in allof our ways, we should acknowledge (hear and obey) His counsel.

<opentext> [But whatsoever he shall hear] Of the Father and me, that he shall speak, and thus show the intimate consent between himself, the Father, and Christ. It is one conjoint testimony, in which the honour and glory of the holy Trinity, and man's salvation are equally concerned. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)

<opentext> One often forgets, that all that God has done, is for our benefit. His whole plan of salvation, is for our restoration, our reconciliation.

<opentext> As long as we try to rationalize, or reason out what God is doing, by our fleshly nature, one will always question God and His motives.

<opentext> 1 Cor 2:9-10, But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. (KJV)

<opentext> Definition for revealed:  601  apokalupto- 1) to uncover, to lay open what has been veiled or covered up, to disclose, to make bare 2) to make known, to make manifest, to disclose what before was unknown.

<opentext> It has not entered into the heart of man, and thus why  we are given that new heart when we are born again. A heart that is receptive to God's Word, as well as His counsel. 

<opentext> The other thing that one must take note of here, is that it is only revealed by His Spirit. It is revealed, (uncovered, made known, disclosed), as one learns to put aside the yearnings of the flesh, and then as one follows the lead of the Spirit, and listens to the  instructions given by the guide.

<opentext> Why would the Spirit search all things? 

<opentext> The thoughts and intents of the heart, show whether or not one is seeking first the kingdom of God, and His righteousness; or whether there are ulterior motives.

<opentext> 1 Cor 2:12, Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God. (KJV)

<opentext> Interesting that it says that "we might know", again, it is dependent upon the individual, receiving, and the complying with the auhtoritative prescription, for the rememdy to work according to their intended purpose.

<opentext> Observe here, 1. The apostle declares what spirit they had not received, namely, the spirit they had not received, namely, the spirit of the world: We have not received the spirit of the world: that is, the spirit which suggests worldly wisdom, and savours only of worldly things: which acts and influences only worldly men. (WB) 

<opentext> In the whole generation of worldly men there is the same worldly spirit, and this spirit of the world is an earthly spirit, it is a low, a little, and a narrow spirit: earthly things which are present and visible, such a soul gapes after, and grasps hard; but future and invisible things, which are far off and out of sight, are neither believed nor sought after. (Wm Burkitt's notes)

<opentext> Walking by faith, one must learn to operate (hear and see) in the Spirit of God. Their spiritual senses msut be developed, and the fleshly senses to be put aside and ignored.

<opentext> 1 Cor 2:13, Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual. (KJV)

<opentext> Many times, even after being delivered from the power of darkness, one will still try to compare the spiritual things, with their worldly knowledge. 

<opentext> Remember, Jesus Christ said that if we love Him, we would keep His commandments, or, authoritative prescription for spiritual well being. This is what His Spirit will reveal to us or uncover for us, if, we hear, comprehend and then comply with these instructions.

<opentext> In each and every instance during our daily walk, this is the choice and decision that the believer must make. Today, will you do your best to comply with Father's wishes for your life, for your walk with Him?
