<greg> Father i thank you for the word of your grace, and giving us the light of the knowledge of it as well, to see your kingdom, and understand the mystery of your will revealed by the Spirit, through Jesus Christ our Lord

<opentext> Ephesians 3:3-4, 3 How that by revelation he made known unto me the mystery; (as I wrote afore in few words, 4 Whereby, when ye read, ye may understand my knowledge in the mystery of Christ) KJV

<opentext>It has been made known! 

<opentext> Try as one may, the mystery cannot be learned by any of the physical or mental attributes or exercises, but rather comes by and through revelation from God and God alone.

<opentext> Thus, one must remember, that regardless of the vessel God uses to reveal more of

 Himself through, that we must attribute that knowledge and revelation to God, and not any person.
<opentext> An example would be how the children of Israel thought that Moses was most responsible for everything, rather then just a willing vessel to be used by God.

<opentext> How easy is it to put people in that position?
<opentext> Eph 1:7-9, 7 so abundant was God's grace, 8 the grace which He, the possessor of all

 wisdom and understanding, lavished upon us, 9 when He made known to us the secret of His will. (Weymouth translation)
<opentext> Note that Paul says, that He made known the mystery or secret. And Paul, was a willing vessel for it to be presented through.
<opentext> So abundant was God's grace! The abundant grace and love which He has shed abroad in our hearts by His Holy Spirit. How often though, do we consider all that God has made available to us, as adopted children?
<disciple> we consider it, but never fully realize it, sometimes

<chosen> at times can forget that He has made available everything that we have need of

<diligently> daily learning , and daily having more intimacy with Father
<mike> 1 Cor 12:13 For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit. KJV
<opentext> Do we acknowledge and recognize the abundant life that is available in Christ Jesus?
<disciple> i am doing that more and more each day

<greg> when one seeks the spiritual blessing more than the physical, then they are able to see it

 clearer

<opentext> Very true greg, because if one is looking for the physical blessings, they are going the

 opposite direction, as the signs and wonders follow the Word, not proceed it

<opentext> All to often, I hear people say that it would be so much easier if they only knew God's will for their life.  Yet, if they would read the Word, and hear what God is saying to them, it shows them quite clearly that He has made known to us the mystery of His will for our lives!
<opentext> Does one always make enough time to hear all of Father's counsel, or the patience to wait diligently till Father has finished speaking?
<disciple> not always

<diligently> learning daily
<diligently> letting patience have her perfect work in me

<opentext> To make all men see, (John 3:3), what is the fellowship of the mystery!  This mystery has been hidden, but is now revealed to us.  Who better to reveal to us the mystery of Christ, (Eph. 3:4), then the Spirit of Christ who abides in each and every believer.  It is the Spirit of truth who will lead us and guide us into all truth, if we hear and obey, that is follow the instructions given!
<opentext> Now think about this for a moment; if someone has something hid behind a curtain, and they lift a portion of the curtain for you to see a part of what they have behind it, you are able to see a part of it, but not all is in plain view yet.

<opentext> All of the object is still behind the curtain! The totality of the object is still there, even though only part of it has been revealed or disclosed to you.
<opentext> Just because you do not yet see and understand all that is behind the curtain, does not

 mean it is not there. Just because you have not had all of the mystery yet revealed to you, does not mean that the fulness of God is not within you.
<opentext> You are complete in Him. You received the measure of the gift of Christ. You are lacking nothing, except for the instructions on how to access and utilize all that has been entrusted, and placed within you, that new creation, that child of God.
<opentext> Have you ever stopped to consider, who is better at revealing the mystery about something, then the person that designed it? Yet, do people turn to God or man for an understanding of this revelation?

<disciple> most turn to man

<chosen> most turn to man

<diligently> most turn to man, that is the way of the devils plan
<greg> they turn to man, then they have someone to blame if it doesnt work they way they think it should

<greg> most dont want the responsibility for their own salvation

<mike> responsibility for their own hearing

<opentext> Now also think about this. Since each of is unique according to God's purpose and plan, then each of us has had a different portion of the curtain lifted for us, to show us what is behind that curtain. When we learn to share and listen to what God has shared with us, and we meditate in and on that which each has, how much more of a complete picture is one able to see?
<chosen> much more... piece by piece... line upon line

<greg> you are able to see yourself as a part of Gods masterplan, not just looking at others that God has used like they are something special

<disciple> a much clearer picture

<mike> the body edifys itself in love... we become collectively deeper
<opentext> You, are a representative or ambassador of God's kingdom. You have the ability to present a unique and individual perspective of God and His kingdom to those around you. The picture is more clearly presented, when we will allow God to reveal more of Himself to us. How much will you allow that Light within you to shine this day?
<diligently> keeping my eye single...all within me

<at-peace> the fulness thereof

<disciple> we pray i will allow all of His light to shine through me today
<diligently> matt 6:22
