<opentext> Hebrews 11:1  Now faith is the title-deed of things hoped for; the putting to the proof of things not seen.
<opentext> The Message delivered to you by Christ, is the title deed to the family and throne of God. God tells us that we are delivered from the power of darkness, that we have been translated into the kingdom of His dear Son, yet, do you always believe this?

<disciple> i know, but sometimes it is difficult to make the mind follow what the heart knows

<diligently> yes, but i do not think of it all the time.

<chosen> there are times when i fall short, but learning to keep this in my heart and mind

<opentext> Do you always act as if it is so (a corresponding lifestyle)? Are you able to go boldly before the throne of grace in a time of need?
<disciple> it depends on how obedient i have been...sometimes it is difficult to go boldly, if i have not been obedient in all things

<opentext> If one goes to court without a title deed, one will not have any legal bearing to maintain possession of that which they claim is their's. Likewise, if one does not go before the Supreme court of the universe, and are not going by the authority of the Message delivered by Christ, will they be able to acquire the justice and assistance that they need?

<chosen> no

<opentext> Col 1:21-22, 21 And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in your mind by

 wicked works, yet now hath he reconciled 22 In the body of his flesh through death, to present you holy and unblameable and unreproveable in his sight: (KJV)
<opentext> The enmity existing before rendered the reconciliation necessary. In every human heart there is a measure of hostility to holiness, and, consequently to the Author of it. People seldom suspect this; for one property of sin is to blind the understanding, so that men do not know their own state. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)
<opentext> When you enter into disobedience, does one remember that they are presenting open

 hostility towards God and His kingdom?

<disciple> no

<opentext> How often does one allow the hostility of the lower nature, to control their thoughts and actions, in spite of that which the Word declares to us, and that which the Word asks of us?
<diligently> i do not know

<chosen> whenever we try to do things within our own agenda, rather than in accordance with His will

<disciple> should be not at all, but all sin and come short of the glory of God
<opentext> God tells us that by and through Christ, we are able to be worthy of His love and mercy; the devil comes along and tells us how miserable and poor we are. So why does one deny the title deed to Father's kingdom, and believe the lie?
<disciple> because they are walking by feelings and not by faith, at the time

<diligently> because they have not fed the spirit , and the flesh is ruling

<chosen> listening to the wrong voice, allows fear in, rather than faith

<opentext> Man changes his laws and rules to accommodate himself, and thus places himself in

 open hostility to God. God and His law of faith does not change, but is constant, so one is either in agreement with Him or against Him, there is no middle ground.
<opentext> Note in Colossians 1:21, that first you became alienated in your mind, which then lead to the wicked works or lifestyle. And why was the mind lead astray?
<diligently> it was not fed with the truth and word of our Father

<disciple> because of wicked imaginations that led to wicked works

<at-peace> mind was not renewed in the truth of God's Word

<opentext> Because one did not take the time, and make the effort to hear Father's declaration of

 reconciliation that was made available, and thus ignored the truth of God's Word, and reverted to the cunningly devised fables or stories.

<opentext> When one goes to a store and they purchase something, one is quick to make sure they get the proper change. They weigh the evidence to make sure they were not cheated. Yet, why isn't a person as meticulous when it comes to the title deed of faith?
<disciple> most don't realize the value of the deed of faith

<greg> most are willing to take whatever is offered, and dont take the time to count the cost

<chosen> failing to see the urgency of it... and the moment by moment choice

<opentext> If we held God to always be true, would one ever find their mind being led captive by the lies? Misled by tampered evidence?

<chosen> no

<at-peace> no

<diligently> no

<disciple> nope
<greg> one wouldn’t let the thief near the treasure

<opentext> 2 Tim 4:3-4, 3 For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; 4 And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables. (KJV)
<opentext> How attentive have you been to the evidence that God has presented to you?

<diligently> the best i know how through Christ within me

<greg> this is Gods temple, and not open to intruders

<disciple> most of the time, very attentive, but there have been times i have slipped off into

 imaginations contrary to the Word

<opentext> If He is not your most precious possession, will you give Him your full attention?

<opentext> After all, He has sent His Word to all of the earth (this includes you); His Spirit He did pour out upon all flesh (this includes you); so, what is there that you are lacking, other then simple obedience?
<disciple> there is nothing lacking, except our willingness, at times, to accept all that He offers

<diligently> nothing

<chosen> not a thing

<opentext> Today, you have full access to the title deed of faith. The question that faces you, is what will you do with it?
