<opentext> Col 1:12-13 Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light: Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son: (KJV) 

<opentext> giving thanks. how often is it that we forget to do that with Father? 
<mizpah> we do too often 
<helpmate> we do not remember to always 
<diligently> we love giving Father thanks. He is so very good to us, but we do forget at times. 
<renewed> we are remembering to do it more and more often, but we still forget 
<shama> still too often 
<at-peace> sometimes, we remember more often than we used to 
<opentext> the big things we often remember, but how often do the little things slip by? 
<kenny> to often 
<shama> too much 
<diligently> oh yes, they do. 
<his> much 
<at-peace> sometimes, we are learning and growing in this area of the little things 
<mizpah> the little things are more difficult for us to remember 
<opentext> or, when we do not get our way, are we still thankful, or do we enter the grumble zone? 
<diligently> oh my. we grumble sometimes 
<mizpah> usually enter the grumble zone first 
<shama> we grumble, but we are learning to be more thankful 
<kenny> grumble, complain too 

<opentext> Col 1:12 Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers (KJV) 

<opentext> hath made us meet can be translated very closely to, furnished that which is necessary, equipped us with all that is needed how often do we walk around like the victors, or do we more often walk around like the vanquished?? 
<mizpah> we allow circumstances to stand in our victorious way, sometimes 
<shama> we don't look like the victors at times 
<helpmate> we should be walking around like victors since we have the victory in Christ 

<opentext> Col 1:13 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, (KJV) 
 

<diligently> we want to walk around victorious, and thankful of my life with Father at all times. 
<opentext> how often i hear people say, if He would only deliver me from this, asking Him for something that has already been done, and then wonder why they have not received an answer. 

<opentext> Matt 6:13 And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: (KJV) 

<opentext> in the Lord's outline for prayer, we can see and hear that it is talking of something that will happen, here in Colossians, we can clearly hear Paul say that it has been done. now we have to recognize that which we have received. how often though, do we enter the door of His kingdom that we have been delivered to? 
<renewed> every time we come down from heavenly places, and then need to restore that relationship with Father again 
<buzzzbait> not often enough 
<opentext> He has delivered us from the power of darkness!! yet many times we whine and complain of how strong the devil is; or that the devil MADE us do it!! 
<diligently> :-( we don't want to do that any more 
<helpmate> the devil cannot violate our free will even as Father won't either 

<opentext> James 1:12-15 Blessed is he who patiently endures trials; for when he has stood the test, he will gain the victor's crown--even the crown of Life--which the Lord has promised to those who love Him. Let no one say when passing through trial, "My temptation is from God;" for God is incapable of being tempted to do evil, and He Himself tempts no one. But when a man is tempted, it is his own passions that carry him away and serve as a bait. 
Then the passion conceives, and becomes the parent of sin; and sin, when fully matured, gives birth to death.(weymouth)

<renewed> then why does it say "lead us not into temptation" if this verse says that God does not tempt us? 
<opentext> recognizing that He will NOT lead us into temptation, that through the act of His Son, we would be delivered from ALL evil. 
<renewed> ah, okay thanks, we were pondering on these two verses earlier :-) 

<opentext> Matt 6:13 and bring us not into temptation, but rescue us from the Evil one.'(weymouth) 

<opentext> we have to recognize that Father is not the one that bring us to temptation, but has provided a way to be rescued. 
<diligently> o/ 
<opentext> very often, i hear people ask why God tempted them, or put them in that position, and God is not the one that did that, they did it themselves yes judy 
<diligently> do you think we could look at it as a blessing when we are tempted. then we get the opportunity to please Father and do it Fathers way? or no? 
<opentext> well, i never look at a temptation as a blessing, however, i do recognize that the more that i grow in the Word, the more the devil is going to attack, and so i need to remember that the shield of faith, is able to put out every fiery lie the devil may throw my way, by dousing it with living water 
<diligently> yes, we wouldn't want to look at a temptation as a blessing either. 
<Kapooo> does the bible say God let things happen to see what we do with it like sickness? 
<opentext> sharon, God does not test us. God had His Son pay the price for all manner of sickness, now it is a matter of us recognizing that which has been made available to us. 

<opentext> Ps 107:20 He sent his word, and healed them, and delivered them from their destructions. (KJV) 

<Kapooo> ok thanks 
<opentext> bad things happen, when we believe the lie more than we do the truth, yet for many, they have been taught that that is God's way of testing them, but that cannot be found anyplace within my Bible. these things happen when we do not give heed to Father's voice. 

<opentext> Deut 28:15 But it shall come to pass, if thou wilt not hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to observe to do all his commandments and his statutes which I command thee this day; that all these curses shall come upon thee, and overtake thee: (KJV) 

<diligently> oh my 
<opentext> it is in Christ that we are able to see that we have been redeemed from the curse of the Law, because Jesus Christ was made the curse for us, or in our behalf. 

<opentext> Gal 3:13-14 Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree: That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith. (KJV) 

<opentext> note, that the blessings MIGHT come upon us. we have to take them, and allow them to operate in our life 
<diligently> o/ 

<opentext> Num 23:19 God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the son of man, that he should repent: hath he said, and shall he not do it? or hath he spoken, and shall he not make it good? (KJV) 

<opentext> yes judy 
<diligently> so how do we make our hearing better, and better to Fathers voice? 
<opentext> the better we know His Word, the better we learn to recognize His voice 
<diligently> ok 
<diligently> thank you 
<opentext> we HAVE been delivered. now it is up to you, to believe God more than the lie, and the only way we can do that is by knowing the truth, His Word is truth. 

<opentext> Col 1:13 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son: (KJV) 

<opentext> and has translated us. we are seated in heavenly places in Christ Jesus, if we are then risen with Christ. we are to stay focused in and on where we are, not where we were. how many of you go walking in a cemetery at night?? 
<shama><helpmate><diligently><at-peace><mizpah> not me 
<now-faith> we do not anymore 
<buzzzbait> been a while 
<opentext> yet, that is exactly what we are doing when we allow the devil to take us into the past. 
the devil then takes us into areas of fear and doubt, and this is why we have to remember where we have been delivered from, and where He has translated us to. 
<diligently> o/ 
<opentext> yes judy 
<diligently> and when we are in the past, are we not sinning just because we are hanging in the past? so we should ask Father to forgive us of that when we do it? 
<opentext> immediately, if not sooner, get out of the past, out of the shadows, and into His marvelous light 
<his> o/ 
<Kapooo> \o/ 
<opentext> faith or fear. those are the choices that we have. 
<opentext> yes graeme 
<his> so it's remembering we've been rescued from evil, but not looking at the details ? 
<opentext> exactly. look at this verse: 

<opentext> 2 Tim 1:7 For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind. (KJV) 

<diligently> awesome 
<opentext> Christ the power of God, given to you, for God so loved you He gave His Son for you, and when you keep this fresh in your heart and mind, it will produce a sound mind!! 

<opentext> I Jn 4:18-19 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is not made perfect in love. We love him, because he first loved us. (KJV) 

<opentext> note: fear has torment, and that is not from God; that is the devils realm it is the love of God that is shed abroad in our heart, for God is love. 

<opentext> Col 1:13-14 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son: In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins: (KJV) 

<opentext> so each day, we need to keep fresh in our heart and mind, that we HAVE been delivered from the devils realm, and we are now supposed to be in Father's realm, so we need to stay focused in and on the mark of the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. 

<opentext> Col 1:13-14 It is God who has delivered us out of the dominion of darkness, and has transferred us into the Kingdom of His dearly-loved Son, in whom we have our redemption--the forgiveness of our sins.

<buzzzbait> M't:5:24: Leave there thy gift before the altar, and go thy way; first be reconciled to thy brother, and then come and offer thy gift. is this reconciliation necessary to be accepting of Father's forgiveness and what does it mean? 
<opentext> Jesus Christ is our brother, have we reconciled with Him? have we recognized that He has not died in vain? then and only then can we present our gift to God, ourself, a living sacrifice, wholly and acceptable unto God. 
<buzzzbait> this is the 'brother in reference? 
<opentext> that is one of the references there. 
<opentext> we have to recognize that we cannot go boldly before the throne of grace, unless we have accepted the gift of His Son, and many overlook this many people think that they are supposed to go ask forgiveness for all they have done wrong; however, that is in the boneyard. we would have to walk in the past to do all that, and we have been delivered from that 
<buzzzbait> if i have wronged another then asking Father for forgiveness is all that is necessary? 
<opentext> the other thing we have to remember, that that was still in and under the old covenant, and as such that was necessary then, but not in the new. exactly leonard 
<buzzzbait> thanks 
<opentext> any other ?'s 
<diligently> o/ 
<his> yes 
<opentext> tomorrow is Q & A day as well 
<opentext> yes judy 
<diligently> we have one but it is hard for me to explain it. so we know we have a choice to serve Father or not every day 
<opentext> yes 
<diligently> and as the same with the devil, but why does it seem sometimes that when we makes mistakes .it was like we did not have a choice in it? 

<opentext> Josh 24:15 And if it seem evil unto you to serve the LORD, choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served that were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the Lord (KJV) 

<diligently> its like it just happened, and we look back at it and say, now why did we do that or say that? 
<opentext> we revert to our old nature which was wicked, and that was a way of life then, and now we are having to train ourself in the way of righteousness 
<diligently> ok 
<opentext> Paul talks about that quite a bit in Romans chapter 7. he talks about doing the things that he would rather no, because the old nature was still stronger at times 
<diligently> yes we see, and as time goes on, it will happen stronger to just do things Fathers way. 
<opentext> it is why we need to grow more each day in a working knowledge of the Word, so we are able to extinguish the lies of the devil with the truth 
<diligently> yes, thank you 
<opentext> yes graeme 
<his> referring to Leonard's question. 
<opentext> ok 
<his> so we should be quick to forgive if a brother has wronged us because Father has already dealt with them. we shouldn't be waiting for an apology even though our flesh is ? 
<opentext> that is correct. what if Father waited for an apology on everything we had ever done wrong towards Him?? 
<his> humbling 
<opentext> would we ever remember everything?

<buzzzbait> o/ 
<opentext> and we are supposed to operate in Father forgiveness, just as He forgave us 
<opentext> yes leonard 
<buzzzbait> so is it wrong to make amends anywhere except to Father? 
<opentext> unless Father specifically asks us to. otherwise we are entering the devils realm 
<buzzzbait> thanks. that makes perfect sense 
<opentext> any other ?'s 
<renewed> may we share how Father summarized Col 1:12&13 for us? 
<opentext> sure 
<renewed> He show us three things in those two verses. 1. Privileges we don't deserve, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light 2. Perils He has delivered us from, who hath delivered us from the power of darkness. 3. Pressures from which we have been freed, translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son, no longer having to feel unwanted or unworthy
