<opentext> 2 Chr 7:14 If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal heir land. (KJV) 
<opentext> we do often times forget that Father and Son have done a complete work, that all has already. it is when we forget this, that we look for short-cuts, or we listen to false teachings and doctrines, that try to show us an easier way into the kingdom, which is not an easier way, but the way of a thief and a robber 
<opentext> Col 1:9 For this we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to desire that ye might be filled with the knowledge of his will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding;(KJV) 
<opentext> If we have received all of Christ, why does Paul say that we might be filled? 
<now-faith> lol that was our question! 
<helpmate> because we have to seek that which is ours 
<shama> because it is up to us to accept all He has for us or to reject it. 
<mizpah> because we have to walk in Christ daily, not give into the flesh and reject it 
<ready2> its up to us to seek all that has been given, day by day 
<opentext> Col 1:9 For this reason we also, from the day we first received these tidings, have never ceased to pray for you and to entreat that you may be filled with a clear knowledge of His will accompanied by thorough wisdom and discernment in spiritual things;(weymouth) 
<at-peace> because it is up to each of us to work out our own salvation with fear and trembling, we need to make the choice each day to seek Father's Word for what He would have for us today 
<opentext> stop and consider this for a moment. unless one takes the lid of the flesh off each day, how can Christ shine forth?

<now-faith> oh. is it because *now* is the day of your salvation? *now* faith? 
<opentext> so then, the more of the flesh is in the way, the less of the Spirit that is able to shine through.

<opentext> no different then sitting in a car, but never putting the key in the ignition, you may look pretty sitting in there, but you are going nowhere!! as long as the people of Colossae were trying to mix the flesh with the spiritual, they were going backwards in direction, and the same happens to us, when we try to bring God into the physical realm, rather then worshipping Him in Spirit and in truth, His Word being the truth 
<opentext> How hard of a time do we have, separating the flesh from the spiritual?? 
<renewed> we are still working on that, is quite difficult in some areas of our life 
<mizpah> it gets difficult sometimes when we have allowed the flesh to control 
<his> very hard time. 
<shama> quite hard 
<now-faith> we have learned that we have a lot harder time than we thought, when we haven't fully left that which is behind (our old nature and thinking and reasoning) 
<at-peace> used to be difficult, we are learning more each day, and recognizing more quickly when we do, do this 
<opentext> let's start by looking at a few of the easier examples, and then working up to the tougher areas. 
<ready-fish> hard to let go of old habits at times 
<opentext> when you get a paycheck from a job, whose signature is on the check??

<opentext> so then, do we have a tendency to rate things in how and when we thank Father?

<opentext> what about when it comes to the earthly family, after we have left home, are we still trying to be Father's mediator??

<at-peace> at times, we are learning to let go of that role we think is ours at times 
<opentext> the best example that one can set, is to walk away, follow the example of Jesus Christ, and stay focused on Father. for when we look back and try to help. it shows them then that we are not totally sure or confident in the way that we are going. could that be why the mother of Jesus of Nazareth was present at the day of Pentecost, because He did not make special exceptions for her.

<his> in trying to be Father's mediator. does that even include praying for them, if not specifically asked by them? 
<opentext> well, if one prays "Father save them" then one is praying and trying to violate their free will. however, one could ask Father to place people in their path, that they might see, but here again, we have to be always seeking Father's will. look at it this way: when we are born again, we are taken from the earthly family, and put into Father's family, so if we have been removed from the muck and the mire, why do we want to go back to the pig pen, lest we might be pulled back in?? we often say that our parents loved us and such, but if we stop to look at the facts, they hated us, because they had taught us the way to hell in most cases, so what is there in reality to hold onto??

<now-faith> we found that we weren't walking in the reality of being born again and making Father our new father and our spiritual family our new and real family, thus keeping one foot in the world "just in case". This was a major threat to not only my eternal life but that of my children. But we found that when we did this, we were trying to keep Father and spiritual family in the fleshly realm, weren't we? 
<opentext> yes, and then in essence. no different then the son that asked for his inheritance, and returned to living in the world

<now-faith> we hadn't heard the fullness of what it meant to be born again and considering everything that was before the knowledge of Christ as dung 
<opentext> the people at Colossae, had been taught by their parents and such to keep slaves and such, and yet these were some of the people in charge. no different then many of the churches today, that say that those that have the most possessions are the most spiritual. when in reality, those with the most fleshly things, are those that have not been able to surrender all that they have to the Lord 
<renewed> like the rich young ruler

<ready-fish> where are treasure is, there will be our heart this is why we are to be seated in heavenly places in Christ Jesus, but how can we if we are holding onto the world with one hand, and God with the other. a house divided cannot stand 
<now-faith> you cannot, you will fall and you will fall hard, as we have learned 
<now-faith> o/ 
<mizpah> when the Word says we can't, no matter how confident we are that we can, it can't be done 
<opentext> often when we look at the epistles, we always see it as only happening to those people, and place ourself in a dangerous position. 
<opentext> yes michie 
<now-faith> we were learning too larry, that it isn't just the material things of this world but also our lower nature, old thinking, reasoning, emotions and emotional needs that we had always operated in and assessed everything against. That has been the greatest difficulty, because we also brought those things into our spiritual family. 
<opentext> Col 1:10 That ye might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and increasing in the knowledge of God;(KJV) 
<opentext> we often times think that it is automatic when we are born again, and forget some of the simplest scriptures. IF you continue in the Word, THEN you are His disciples. IF we listen to Father's Word each day, pruning WILL take place. it is when we avoid the Word, that we start going the wrong direction
