Bible Study for Wednesday September 29 ,1999

<his> Father we come before you through Lord Jesus Christ and we thank you for all that you have made ready for us. 
<opentext> Col 3:11, Where there is neither Greek nor Jew, circumcision nor uncircumcision, Barbarian, Scythian, bond nor free: but Christ is all, and in all. (KJV) 
<opentext> One way I like to hear this verse is; that there is neither catholic, protestant, methodist, assembly, or whatever else one wants to be called. It is all part of the body of Christ, or it is without. .. People pick and choose sides, but not God… We make labels, we set rules, we make dividing lines; yet God is the one who has the final say, and only those that truly know, and have accepted Christ Jesus as their Lord and saviour, are going to be allowed to enter… What kind of division lines have you set? What kind of rules or regulations have you set? 
<helpmate> we pray none 
<diligently> only Fathers rules, and only Fathers lines..His Word the Bible. 
<shama> we just want to live by Father's rules and regulations 
<opentext> and most of this all happens, when man tries to place or put God in a box; that is, when they only allow God to work and operate as far as their knowledge is developed... and what happens if their knowledge is based in and on myths or fables, rather than the truth? 
<diligently> they will die… not be with Father 
<helpmate> Heb 3:19 So we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief. (KJV) 
<shama> they will be walking down the broad path 
<at-peace> there would be no power or authority within them, they would not be operating in Father's realm 
<opentext> Rom 10:2-3 For I bear them record that they have a zeal of God, but not according to knowledge. For they being ignorant of God's righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God. (KJV) 
<opentext> and we should all remember how Isaiah describes our own righteousness apart from Christ.... 
<his> "dirty" rags…oops filthy 
<opentext> Isa 64:6 But we are all as an unclean thing, and all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags; and we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities, like the wind, have taken us away. (KJV) 
<opentext> Most look for reasons or excuses to exclude others. Christ Jesus died for the sins of the world, therefore, whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord, can be saved. 
<opentext> [Where there is neither Greek nor Jew] In which new creation no inquiry is made what nation the persons belonged to, or from what ancestry they had sprung, whether in Judea or Greece… 
[Circumcision nor uncircumcision] Nor is their peculiar form of religion of any consideration, whether circumcised like the Jews, or uncircumcised like the pagans… 
[Barbarian, Scythian] Nor whether of the more or less tractable of the nations of the world; for although knowledge, and the most refined and sublime knowledge, is the object to be attained, yet, under the teaching and influence of the blessed Spirit, the most dull and least informed are perfectly capable of comprehending this divine science, and becoming wise unto salvation… 
[Bond nor free] Nor does the particular state or circumstances in which a man may be found, either help him to or exclude him from the benefit of this religion; the slave having as good a title to salvation by grace as the freeman… 
[But Christ is all, and in all.] All mankind are his creatures, all conditions are disposed and regulated by his providence, and all human beings are equally purchased by his blood. He alone is the source whence all have proceeded, and to him alone all must return. He is the Maker, Preserver, Saviour, and Judge of all men. (from Adam Clarke Commentary) 
<opentext> Col 3:12,- Put on- therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, bowels of mercies, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, longsuffering;(KJV) 
<opentext> put on...clothe yourself in His righteousness..... 
<opentext> Eph 6:11, Put on the whole armour of God,- that ye may be able to stand- against the wiles of the devil. (KJV) 
<opentext> Are you utilizing all that Father has made available to you? 
<at-peace> no 
<diligently> we want to be.and the more we keep learning the more we do. 
<shama> wished we could say always, but we can't 
<his> not when lose focus 
<opentext> How many of you are still waiting for Father to dress you? 
<shama> it is our choice and for us to do 
<helpmate> not me.....I.... have to work out my own salvation, no one can do 
it for me

<at-peace> i know that Father has already dressed me, now learning to continue to look in the mirror to allow Him to show me all that i've been dressed with and how to use it

<opentext> Note…that YOU may be able to stand. That YOU might know therights and authority that have been made available unto you. we have not because we ask not, or we ask amiss wanting to 
consume it upon our own lusts or wants 
<opentext> Rom 13:14, But- put ye on- the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not provision for the flesh, to fulfil the lusts thereof. (KJV) 
 
<opentext> Walk in the Spirit, and one will not fulfill the desires of the flesh…. just like the description of the seed yesterday...how the outer shell dies, so that the new growth can continue....so the more our flesh dies daily, the more of Christ that is able to shine forth 
<opentext> Rom 6:4, Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. (KJV) 
<opentext> that newness of life, that can only happen by and through His Spirit.....therefore, if any man be in Christ, he is a new creation...a fresh and clean start by and through Christ Jesus our Lord 
<opentext> 2 Cor 10:3, For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh: (KJV) 
<opentext> John 17:14-15 I have given them thy word; and the world hath hated them, because they are not of the world, even as I am not of the world. I pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that thou shouldest keep them from the evil. (KJV) 
<opentext> Gal 5:16-18, This I say then,- Walk in the Spirit-, and ye shallnot fulfil the lust of the flesh. For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would. But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law. (KJV) 
<opentext> how many times do we try to run, and then end up getting ahead of God? 
<shama> sometimes too often… trying to do things in our strength and not in His 
<helpmate> too many times 
<diligently> yes ,we have done that… we end up hurting ourself 
<his> too often 
<at-peace> umm.. have done that, have learned though that I need to take one step at a time with Father and not try fix everything all at once on my own 
<opentext> we need to be sure of each step that we take, that none of our steps slip....being sure that each step we take is where His Word, His light has directed us there. 
<opentext> if we are gawking or wandering all over in where we are looking...how sure can we be of where our next step is going? 
<shama> we can't be sure 
<at-peace> if we are not focused on Father, we can't be sure where we will end up 
<diligently> we can not, we need Father on all steps 
<his> o/ 
<opentext> yes graeme 
<his> don't we have to be sure inside that the Word we're hearing is instruction for us ? 
<opentext> Deut 5:32-33 Ye shall observe to do therefore as the LORD your God hath commanded you: ye shall not turn aside to the right hand or to the left. Ye shall walk in all the ways which the LORD your God hath commanded you, that ye may live, and that it may be well with you, and that ye may prolong your days in the land which ye shall possess. (KJV) 
<opentext> Prov 4:27 Turn not to the right hand nor to the left: remove thy foot from evil. (KJV) 
<opentext> it comes back to working out our own salvation....hearing Father's instructions for us.....as we have shared many times here....many times the problems we think we see in someone else....is the beam in our own eye....that help graeme? 
<his> yes thanks 
<helpmate> maybe when you do hear something for someone it is so you can pray for them 
<opentext> yes....and we should then pray, instead of getting out our ***God's little-helper-fixer upper kit*** 
<at-peace> :-) 
<opentext> Gal 5:25, If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit. (KJV) 
<opentext> Eph 5:2, And -walk in love-, as Christ also hath loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweetsmelling savour. (KJV) 
<opentext> Col 4:5-6,- Walk in wisdom- toward them that are without, redeeming the time. Let your speech be alway with grace, seasoned with salt, that ye may know how ye ought to answer every man. (KJV) 
<opentext> I Jn 1:6-7, If we say that we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth: But if -we walk in the light-, as he is in the light , we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. (KJV) 
<opentext> 3 Jn 1:4, I have no greater joy than to hear that my children-walk in truth-. (KJV)

<opentext> today, this day, will you allow His Word to be your lamp and light for each step you take.....that you may walk the path that He has for you?

1805 exagorazo (ex-ag-or-ad'-zo); from 1537 and 59; to buy up, i.e. ransom; figuratively, to rescue from loss (improve opportunity): KJV-- redeem. 
<opentext> and since we have been bought with a price, we are no longer our own (or at least we should not be).....and so we do that which the Master asks of us...not what **we think** is best 
<at-peace> stop trying, then it is easier to hear what He is asking of us and allow Him to do His perfect work 
<opentext> exactly sis 
<at-peace> learn to rest in Him and trust in Him that He is continuing that good work that He has begun in us 
<opentext> so often we will say within ourself...let me show God how much i am trying...rather than only doing that which He asks 
<at-peace> sometimes difficult for the flesh to sit still and stop trying, we are learning though 
<opentext> Rom 12:1-2 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. (KJV)
