Christ Jesus our Lord. 
<opentext> Col 3:12-14, Put on therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, 

bowels of mercies, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, longsuffering; 
Forbearing one another, and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel 
against any: even as Christ forgave you, so also do ye. And above all these 
things put on charity, which is the bond of perfectness. (KJV) 

<opentext> 1746 enduo (en-doo'-o);from 1722 and 1416 (in the sense of sinking 

into a garment); to invest with clothing (literally or figuratively): KJV-- 
array, clothe (with), endue, have (put) on. enegko. See 5342&#8230; def for ...put on 

<opentext> if we will think for a moment... Paul also told the Ephesians, to 

...put on...the full armor of God.... the Ephesians, Paul had to get them to 
think of themselves as something worthwhile.....to elevate themselves to someone 
God could use... now if we will recall, that Paul in talking to the Colossians, 
and the leadership there, had to get them to quit thinking so highly of 
themselves&#8230; they needed to put on, or sink into mercies...kindness, humbleness 
of mind... this is a problem i see with many of the ...churches...in 
America.....thinking more highly of themselves than they ought....and an easy 
area to fall into 
<opentext> [Put on, therefore, as the elect of God] The fact that you thus 

belong to one and the same church; that you have been redeemed by the same 
blood, and chosen by the same grace, and that you are all brethren, should lead 
you to manifest a spirit of kindness, gentleness, and love. (from Barnes' Notes) 

<opentext> The apostle proceeds to exhort to mutual love and compassion: Put on 

therefore bowels of mercy, v. 12. We must not only put off anger and wrath (as 
v. 8), but we must put on compassion and kindness; not only cease to do evil, 
but learn to do well; not only not do hurt to any, but do what good we can to 
all&#8230;The argument here used to enforce the exhortation is very affecting: Put on, 
as the elect of God, holy and beloved. (from Matthew Henry's Commentary) 

<opentext> how often, do we want to receive mercies, kindness and such before we 

will show it? 
<diligently> not very often, but we do want it 

<shama> when we are focussed on self, rather than on serving 

<helpmate> yes steph....when we are in the me me me mode 

<opentext> one only needs to recall, the mercy and tenderness and kindness that 

one has received from God, and it should cause us to show more compassion, to 
take on more the role of a servant... 
<opentext> Eph 4:24-26, And that ye put on the new man, which after God is 

created in righteousness and true holiness. Wherefore putting away lying, speak 
every man truth with his neighbour: for we are members one of another. Be ye 

angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath: (KJV) 
<opentext> to remain in that new man, we need to stay operating in 

Christ....yet, how easy is it to revert to the old nature? 
<at-peace> easy, if we don't put it in subjection to the Spirit of Christ 
<helpmate> too easy if we do not stay in the Word and keep our focus 

<shama> easy, if we do not remain in the Word, walking in the Spirit 

<diligently> it can be very easy at times, 

<ready-fish> we are always one choice or decision away from reverting back 
<his> easy 

<opentext> if any man be in Christ....he is a new creation....one has to stay 

operating in the Word...to remain in that new nature... how easy is it to 
neglect properly feeding our spirit man? 
<diligently> not very easy 

<shama> easy, when we are focussing on our physical wants and desires 

<helpmate> it is easy to let it slip and say we will study later 

<opentext> Gal 5:6-7, For in Jesus Christ neither circumcision availeth any 

thing, nor uncircumcision; but faith which worketh by love. Ye did run well; who 

did hinder you that ye should not obey the truth? (KJV) 
<opentext> any time we try to maintain our walk with God by works....we are 

going to be in trouble....we are focusing in and on the outward 
appearances....and are headed for tough times...it is hard for the physical man, 
to comprehend God's love, when one really thinks about man's rebellion towards 
God.....and in spite of that, Father still asked His Son to pay the price for 
our redemption.. 
<opentext> Eph 4:32, And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one 
another, even as God for Christ's sake hath forgiven you. (KJV) 
<opentext> Col 3:12-13, Put on therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, 

bowels of mercies, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, longsuffering; 
Forbearing one another, and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel 
against any: even as Christ forgave you, so also do ye.(KJV) 
<opentext> as we look at those two verses...we will apply one or two of those 

attributes, but how often will we have them all working?....or even attempt to? 
<shama> not often enough 

<ready-fish> as often as we keep in mind the grace and mercy afforded us by God 
<shama> we do when we remain a servant unto Him, hearing and obeying what Father 

is asking of us daily 
<opentext> so then...being mindful of what we have been delivered from, or as 

James says, not forgetting what manner of man we were... 
<opentext> Phil 2:2-3, Fulfil ye my joy, that ye be likeminded, having the same 

love, being of one accord, of one mind. Let nothing be done through strife or 
vainglory; but in lowliness of mind let each esteem other better than 
themselves. (KJV) 
<opentext> being likeminded....having in place and operation, the mind of 

Christ.... having the same love......for God so loved the world.... of the same 
accord.....the same inner workings and drivings of the spirit, according to the 

knowledge and wisdom of Christ 
<opentext> 1Thes 5:15-18, See that none render evil for evil unto any man; but 
ever follow that which is good, both among yourselves, and to all men. Rejoice 
evermore. Pray without ceasing. In every thing give thanks: for this is the will 
of God in Christ Jesus concerning you. (KJV) 
<opentext> if we can not show God's love in and among ourselves...we will never 

be able to show it outside of the body of Christ 
<helpmate> no 

<opentext> James 3:17-18, But the- wisdom that is from above- is first pure, 

then peaceable, gentle, and easy to be intreated, full of mercy and good fruits, 

without partiality, and without hypocrisy. And the fruit of righteousness is 
sown in peace of them that make peace. (KJV) 
<opentext> all scripture, is given by inspiration of God...and it is 

profitable...for your advantage....God already knows what His Word will do....it 
is you and i that have to learn what it will do in our life, and apply it 
properly 
<opentext> 1 Pet 3:8-10, Finally, be ye all of one mind, having compassion one 

of another, love as brethren, be pitiful, be courteous: Not rendering evil for 
evil, or railing for railing: but contrariwise blessing; knowing that ye are 
thereunto called, that ye should inherit a blessing. For he that will love life, 
and see good days, let him refrain his tongue from evil, and his lips that they 
speak no guile: (KJV) 
<opentext> 2 Pet 1:5-8 And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith 

virtue; and to virtue knowledge; And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance 
patience; and to patience godliness; And to godliness brotherly kindness; and to 
brotherly kindness charity. For- if these things be in you, and abound-, they 
make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our 
Lord Jesus Christ. (KJV) 
<opentext> in many instances, we may work on having one or two of these working 

in our life, but Peter tells us that we must have all these working in us, and 
that they should be abounding... we can be content with our lot in life, but we 
can never be content in our working knowledge of the Word of God....and always 
be seeking to learn more of Him, that it may be manifest in our life..... 
<opentext> Col 3:12,- Put on- therefore, as the elect of God , holy and 

beloved,(KJV) 
<opentext> what will you allow the world to see in you this day? 

<diligently> all of 2peter 1 :5-8 with Fathers help 

<at-peace> the light of Christ within me 

<shama> Christ Jesus my Lord 

<helpmate> the glorious light of Christ shine forth 

<ready-fish> we pray more of Him, less of me 

<his> light

<shama> Job 6:24-26 Teach me, and I will hold my tongue: and cause me to 

understand wherein I have erred. How forcible are right words! but what doth 

your arguing reprove? Do ye imagine to reprove words, and the speeches of one 

that is desperate, which are as wind? (KJV) 
<opentext> Job 38:1-4 Then the LORD answered Job out of the whirlwind, and said, 

Who is this that darkeneth counsel by words without knowledge? Gird up now thy 

loins like a man; for I will demand of thee, and answer thou me. Where wast thou 

when I laid the foundations of the earth? declare, if thou hast understanding. 

(KJV)
