and not unto men; 24 Knowing that of the Lord ye shall receive the reward of

God? 
<diligently> not very many, we can not think of . 

<help-fish> "should" be nothing 
<onewithim> used too 

<shama> we are striving for nothing....and to please Father daily in all that we 

do 
<opentext> if on the job...doing it to please the Lord....if relaxing, doing it 

to please the Lord.....if reading or studying, doing it to please the 
Lord.....training ourself to put God first in all that we do... note how Paul 

states verse 24...it is of the Lord that we will receive our 
reward...therefore...it should be Him that we are seeking to please... in this 

last part of chapter 3, what we see Paul saying to us.....is that in whatever 
aspect of daily life we are in, the Word of Christ should be dwelling richly in 
us...for our heart and motives should be in doing that which pleases God....not 
any person, place or thing... any time what we consider the priority...comes 

ahead of God.....we have put the priority ahead of God... our heart and motives 

have become wrong.....

<at-peace> have done that in past times, am learning to allow it to be the light 
of Christ within me to do the work 
<shama> yes we used to....rather than being the vessel for God to use 

<his> it does not work 

<opentext> so we allow Christ to work in and through us, as He sees...for He is 

the Saviour...not us 

<diligently> yes 

<opentext> we all in the past have told God how we **thought** He should work 

through..or when...or where....but in all that we do, in all that we say...we 
should be doing it to please God
