<opentext> Definition for conversation: 391 anastrophe- manner of life, 

conduct, behavior, deportment 
<opentext> In word or deed, this should be our manner of living, the way we 

conduct ourself in this life; when our words or conversation are in line with 

His, it establishes a path , or way, to Father's kingdom.....Jesus Christ is the 

way....the Word of God...our ability to speak words of life in every 
situation.... we become a new creation in Christ...old things are past 
away....all things do become new....however, we have to train ourself in **the 

way** we should go....we have to get rid of the old way of thinking, by renewing 
our mind within God's Word... Our behavior, should be according to our knowledge 
of God's Word. This is what should be our blueprint, or master plan for life 
each day while we are yet here&#8230;. as James said....the tongue is like the rudder 

of a ship...it steers or guides the course that we will take each day....our 
words form our world...they establish the path that we will walk each day&#8230; 
unless the Word of Christ is dwelling within us richly, we will be walking 
through wastelands.....it will take us places we do not want to go

<opentext> To live [in the name of the Lord Jesus] obviates the necessity for 

rules; inward motivation replaces external norms. Thus Christ's Lordship of the 
whole of life is expressed. His Lordship implies not only a mode of conduct but 
an attitude toward life:&#8230;in conscious reflection upon the will of Christ, one's 
actions become an act of thanksgiving to Christ. External rules, even when good, 
are not adequate for every situation; the 'rule' of the indwelling Christ is the 
only sufficient guide. (from Wycliffe Commentary)

me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he 
do; because I go unto my Father. And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that 
will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son.

Jesus, according to his command and in compliance with his authority, by 
strength derived from him, with an eye to his glory, and depending upon his 
merit for the acceptance of what is good and the pardon of what is amiss, (from 
Matthew Henry's Commentary) 
<opentext> James 1:21-22, Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of 

naughtiness, and receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save 
your souls. But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your 
own selves. (KJV) 
<opentext> it is one thing to talk about the Word, it is quite another thing to 

live it.....becoming a doer of the Word...and not one that only talks about it&#8230; 
following the Word...not traditions and doctrines of men....and the only way we 
can distinguish between the two, is by the time we spend with Father in His 
Word, and allowing the Holy Spirit to be our teacher and guide, as we travel 
through His Word 
<opentext> I Jn 3:18-19, My little children, let us not love in word, neither in 

tongue; but- in deed and in truth-. And hereby we know that we are of the truth, 
and shall assure our hearts before him. (KJV)
<opentext> 1 Pet 1:22-23, Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the 

truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye love 
one another with a pure heart fervently: Being born again, not of corruptible 
seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for 

ever. (KJV)

Word...allowing it to become a way of life for you......so that our lives become 
that open epistle, known and read of all that come in contact with us

<opentext> it is a strait and narrow path or conversation to Father's 

house.....keeping our tongue within the guidelines or boundaries that His Word 
has established 
<opentext> Ps 25:12, What man is he that feareth the LORD? him shall he teach in 

the way (conversation, the words that form our life, and determine the path we 
will walk) that he shall choose. (KJV) 

<opentext> it is our choice...it is our decision as to which path we will follow 

each day of our life.... 
<opentext> Job 6:24-26 Teach me, and I will hold my tongue: and cause me to 

understand wherein I have erred. How forcible are right words! but what doth 

your arguing reprove? Do ye imagine to reprove words, and the speeches of one 

that is desperate, which are as wind? (KJV) 
<opentext> forcible = irritating; if we are not wanting to please 

Father.....right words will be very irritating or bothersome to us...they will 
agitate us...cause us to rebel 
<opentext> Josh 24:15 And if it seem evil unto you to serve the LORD, choose you 

this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served that 
were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land 
ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD. (KJV) 
<opentext> each day, we have to make the choice as well as commitment as to who 

we will serve.....who is your choice for this day??
