<opentext> Col 4:2 Continue in prayer, and watch in the same with thanksgiving; (KJV)

<opentext> in most instances we remember to pray...however, do we always remember to give thanks...immediately?

<shama> no, not always

<diligently> we forget to do that sometimes

<ready-fish> sometimes not immediately

<his> learning to..so not always

<at-peace> sometimes forget

<opentext> Mark 11:24 Therefore I say unto you, What things soever ye desire, when ye pray, ­believe that ye receive them­, and ye shall have them. (KJV) 

<opentext> one cannot be thankful...unless one believes that they have received from God, when they have asked

<opentext> Matt 21:22 And all things, whatsoever ye shall ask in prayer, believing, ye shall receive. (KJV) 

<opentext> as we talked about yesterday....many times when we pray, we hope that we receive them, therefore we withold our thanks, till we see the results in the physical realm

<opentext> 1 Pet 1:8-9 8 Whom having not seen, ye love; in whom, though now ye see him not, yet believing, ye rejoice with joy unspeakable and full of glory: 9 Receiving the end of your faith, even the salvation of your souls. (KJV) 

<opentext> we often times forget, that we believed God for salvation...and yet we have never received a diploma or such saying it is so...and yet we believe....so why is it harder for us when it comes to every day prayer?

<diligently> we just dont know why?

<at-peace> because in this world, the promises made are not always so or they change... so we have been trained to doubt when we ask someone and they promise

<opentext> in the flesh, we have been trained or taught...not to believe until we see...this is the way the world taught us... we have been taught to walk by sight, and not by faith...the total opposite of what God's Word tells us

<opentext> Heb 11:3, Through faith we understand that the worlds were framed ­by the word of God­, (KJV)

<opentext> we often times forget that we are designed or created in Their image, and after Their likeness.... and that our world is then framed by our words.....

<shama> o/ <opentext> yes steph

<shama> what does it mean by the word, framed?

<opentext> def. for framed from Heb 11:3.... 2675 katartizo (kat-ar-tid'-zo); from 2596 and a derivative of 739; to complete thoroughly, i.e. repair (literally or figuratively) or adjust: KJV-- fit, frame, mend, (make) perfect (-ly join together), prepare, restore.

<shama> ok, thankyou

<opentext> when God speaks, His Word does completely, that which He speaks, and sends His Word to do....as we should recall from Isa 55:11 in yesterdays study… His Word cannot return void....it accomplishes exactly what He sent it to do… when we pray...we are putting forth words, but do we always really believe the words that we are speaking...or do we just hope they are so?

<opentext> Romans 10:17 And this proves that faith comes from a Message heard, and that the Message comes through its having been spoken by Christ.(Weymouth translation)

<shama> our faith has been developing in that area, and we are believing and thanking Him more now than ever before

<diligently> most all the time we believe the words we say to Father.

<ready-fish> expect Isa 55:11 to come to pass, nothing less

<now-faith> if we ask anything and doubt, we can expect to receive nothing

<diligently> we never thought of it before

<his> double-minded man can expect to receive nothing of God

<opentext> Matt 6:9 9 After this manner therefore pray ye:­ Our Father­ which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. (KJV)

<opentext> Jesus Christ said we should pray...our Father.....not His Father...but rather that we need to come into agreement with Him...that He is our Father.....

<opentext> John 14:13And whatsoever ye shall ask­ in my name­, that will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. (KJV)

<opentext> going to Father, in agreement with Jesus Christ...then we receive the desires of the heart...the inner man...that which we know we need to serve Father as He has asked of us…When we hold God to be true when we pray, we will then be able to give thanks to Father immediately, as we know that we have received it, even though we may not yet see it in the physical realm... thus, why Paul tells us that we are to walk by faith, and not by sight..... the better we know God and His Word, the more we are able to trust and believe God.....and stay in agreement with His Word

<opentext> Col 4:2 Continue in prayer, and watch in the same with thanksgiving; (KJV)

<opentext> def. for watch.....1453 egeiro (eg-i'-ro); probably akin to the base of 58 (through the idea of collecting one's faculties); to waken (transitively or intransitively), i.e. rouse (literally, from sleep, from sitting or lying, from disease, from death; or figuratively, from obscurity, inactivity, ruins, nonexistence): KJV-- awake, lift (up), raise (again, up), rear up, (a-) rise (again, up), stand, take up.

<opentext> when we pray...to rouse ourself to that attitude of gratitude..... how much different would our life be...if we were as fervent in our thanks, as we were in the prayer for the things that we desired?

<ready-fish> then we would be in prayer continually, nonstop

<now-faith> our life would be a lot different and we would be more at peace

<shama> i am seeing how very different it does make life

<diligently> yes ,we are seeing this from Father

<his> have been working on this..

<opentext> Phil 4:6 Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving­ let your requests be made known unto God­. (KJV) 

<opentext> Eph 5:20 Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ; (KJV) 

<opentext> Col 4:2-3 2 Continue in prayer, and watch in the same with thanksgiving; 3 Withal praying also for us, (KJV) 

<opentext> why would Paul state this as He did? why did he ask for their prayer here in the way that he does?

<diligently> he knew why it was so important.

<his> to get them to stop thinking about themselves so much

<shama> reminding them to not only pray for themselves, but for other brethren too

<helpmate> as an example

<at-peace> not only praying for our need, but also for the need of the body of Christ

<opentext> how often is it, that we would like others to see and have that which we have?

<helpmate> almost always

<shama> very often… we don't want others to miss out on His love

<at-peace> everyday

<ready-fish> pray that the Word may have free course, for others as well

<diligently> we want all to be with Father

<his> much..

<opentext> and many, have an idea of what they have received...however, how many are able to teach or share, that they can make it plain to others?

<helpmate> we are learning more everyday of what we have

<diligently> the things Father has taught us, and the things that are in our heart we can share with all.

<ready-fish> our walk should be an example as well as a written epistle, known and read of all

<helpmate> not everyone is meant to be a teacher

<his> very rarely

<at-peace> if i seek Father's guidance of what is real and alive in my heart in sharing with others it will be His wisdom and knowledge that comes forth, and not that of my own

<shama> have not heard many that are able to make it plain to others as they share

<helpmate> exactly steph… including me… Father has developed that gift more in some than others

<opentext> and so, what Paul was asking of them, as that they would keep him, and those working with him, in prayer, that they would have that opportunity to share this message with others

<opentext> James 3:1 My brethren, be not many masters (teachers or instructors), knowing that we shall receive the greater condemnation. (KJV) 

<opentext> James 3:1 Do not be eager, my brethren, for many among you to become teachers; for you know that we teachers shall undergo severer judgement.(Weymouth)

<opentext> Col 4:2-4 2 Continue in prayer, and watch in the same with thanksgiving; 3 Withal praying also for us, that God would open unto us a door of utterance, to speak the mystery of Christ, for which I am also in bonds: 4 That I may make it manifest, as I ought to speak. (KJV)
