<help-ready> all we can do is point them...they have to work out their own
salvation

preparing oneself.....the living sacrifice we are to prepare ourself for
God....how would we ever have time to be concerned with that which others
are doing?

<diligently> we would not ever have the time.
<shama> we wouldn't
<at-peace> we wouldn't
<opentext> Too much salt, will cause food to be bitter. ever try to force
the Word on other people?
<help-ready> they back away
<at-peace> yes
<diligently> yes,we have in the past
<his> it does not work
<opentext> Too much salt for fertilizer will burn the ground, and not
allow anything to grow... Not enough salt will cause the food to be bland. so

then, what happens to us, or what do we appear to others, when not enough
preparation has gone into our walk with God?

<diligently> we appear to not look as if we are a daughter for Fathers.
<help-ready> don't know what we are talking about....confused
<shama> we wont be growing, but withering
<opentext> Too little fertilizer will not allow the crops to grow either.
An undernourished plant. Salt is also used for a preservative. As in curing
meat.
<help-ready> or in making pickles
<diligently> :-)
<opentext> Salt is also used to bring healing.
<opentext> Ps 107:20-21 20 He sent his word, and healed them, and
delivered them from their destructions. 21 Oh that men would praise the LORD for his
goodness, and for his wonderful works to the children of men! (KJV)
<opentext> your speech....always....with grace.....always talking of the
unmerited favor of God, and presented in Father's wisdom....not our own.
However, this can only happen as we have taken the time to spend with
Father....as we have taken the time to have oneself properly prepared in
the Word of truth... Unless one has taken the time to learn at Father's feet,
how will they ever know the proper amounts to use?

<diligently> they can not and will not be properly fed
<at-peace> would not be possible

virtue b) chastisement, chastening.

<diligently> it has felt that way sometimes.but we dont know if Father
means it to be that way.
<opentext> DON'T touch the fire! DON'T play in the street! DON'T use

drugs! With all of these, we know the warning is stern, and the

consequences of not obeying can be quite deadly. so instruction tells us

the right way to do things, and explains the consequences of not following
or adhering to the instructions. if we are not walking in righteousness,
then we have strayed into sin, and the wages of sin is DEATH!

but bring them up in the nurture (instruction) and admonition of the Lord.

<opentext> How does one learn that which is sin; that which is offensive
to Father?
<diligently> by listening and hearing and obeying
<help-ready> by following the example that the parents set
<shama> by studying His Word
<at-peace> by taking the time to know the way of righteousness, and to
know His will
<his> from hearing (understanding) His Word
<opentext> ahhh, we listen to the instructions given, and then obey
them....when our parents corrected us, did we always think it was right or just?
<his> no <shama> no <diligently> no <at-peace> no <help-ready> no
<opentext> when God corrects, do we always think it is right or just?
<help-ready> no <his> x-: ....no <diligently> not always,

<shama> no...not until we are reminded that we were wrong
<at-peace> yes, and humbling
<opentext> yet, in 2 Tim 3:16, it says it is profitable...or for our
advantage....however, only if we hear and obey
<diligently> o/ <opentext> yes Judy
<diligently> we always do listen to Father and obey him..but we dont
always like it..and alot of the times we can figure out Father thinking,and why
he has us to do some of the things he had us do.;. but then later we begin to
see and understand,Father shows us his perfect plan. well we are just

saying ,,we like that in time Father lets us understand :-)

doing something that could kill us, and He then tells us how and why it
can, and then instructs us in His way that will lead to eternal life....if we
listen. how many besides me, then when they have been corrected

think....Oh...what do they know?

<diligently> we have thought that with people of the world..but never with
Father
<at-peace> i have, at times
<shama> have thought that
<help-ready> greg.....what do they know.....they just own the company
<diligently> lol
<opentext> or, have you ever thought, they are just saying that, because
they do not want me to have any fun!
<diligently> :-) oh my
<opentext> Heb 12:7, If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with
sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth (instructed) not?

(KJV)
<opentext> enduring correction, realizing that it is for our
health....eternal health
<opentext> Heb 12:8, But if ye be without chastisement (instructions),
whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons. (KJV)

<opentext> Father chastens and rebukes, those whom He loves....be zealous
therefore and repent....
be eager to please Father...knowing that He has our best interests at the
heart of the matter
