8 Whom I have sent unto you for the same purpose, that he might know your

estate, and comfort your hearts; (KJV)

their estate....what do you think he is referring to?
<helpmate> where they stand with the Lord?

<his> the inheritance they have received

<at-peace> that which they have within their spiritual storehouse, their

estate in the Lord

<opentext> good answers.....as His kingdom is not of this world, and where

one's treasure is, that is where their heart will be as well. as well as

the Lord told us clearly that He went to prepare a place for us..... ones

heart can not be comforted, unless they are sure of their standing with

Father. in this world....people plan their estates and such with a

will......and we have to remember that we are studying the will and

testament of Jesus Christ to those who believe...

<diligently> yes,the ones that are knowing Fathers truth

<his> true preachers know what is necessary

<opentext> so we can see then, that they are still in a human body like

us...and we have to remember that their insights are from God.....and so

they can only talk of that which Father shows them....though we may assume

that they know much more

<opentext> Col 4:10-11 10 Aristarchus my fellowprisoner saluteth you, and

Marcus, sister's son to Barnabas, (touching whom ye received commandments:

if he come unto you, receive him;) 11 And Jesus, which is called Justus,

who are of the circumcision. These only are my fellowworkers unto the kingdom
of God, which have been a comfort unto me. (KJV)
<opentext> if we will stop to consider, how long Paul had been in the

ministry, by the time Father had him pen this epistle, wouldn't you think

there would be more whom he would list as fellow-workers?

<diligently> yes <shama> yes <at-peace> yes

<his> no...not now

<opentext> just as in Noah's time, as the time grew closer, those that

were faithful, narrowed or grew less. so as we see as the time that Paul had

spent in the ministry, those that were faithful were also few. and we know

this to be so as well, because by the time John is given the book of

Revelation to pen, we are down to only 7 churches addressed...and we

should remember that not all of them were in real good shape

<opentext> Colossae, if we remember, was destroyed by and earthquake prior

to the writing of Revelation...

<opentext> Col 4:12-1312 Epaphras, who is one of you, a servant of Christ,

saluteth you, always labouring fervently for you in prayers, that ye may

stand perfect and complete in all the will of God. 13 For I bear him

record, that he hath a great zeal for you, and them that are in Laodicea,

and them in Hierapolis. (KJV)

<opentext> out of those that at this time, were working with Paul, can you

see how certain ones of them, had burdens for different churches or groups

of people?

<opentext> don't we often think, that we should all have the same burden

or be thinking or praying about the same thing?

body, but each different and unique parts, and therefore not all is going

to be the same, but we each need to learn to do that which Father asks,
without always looking at what everyone else is doing

you. 15 Salute the brethren which are in Laodicea, and Nymphas, and the church
which is in his house. (KJV)

present world, and is departed unto Thessalonica; (KJV)

to other churches. not quite as easy then, as getting an email or such

today

<opentext> Col 4:17 And say to Archippus, Take heed to the ministry which

thou hast received in the Lord, that thou fulfil it. (KJV)

<opentext> this verse can apply to all of us.......fulfill all that Father

asks of you...leave nothing undone

<opentext> Col 4:18 The salutation by the hand of me Paul. Remember my

bonds. Grace be with you. Amen.(KJV)
