life and not death to others
<help-ready> we should not only be hears of the Word but doers also
<his> so that all we say and do pleases Him by glorifying Him
<help-ready> greg...when we operate in that grace..we will know how we ought to 
answer every man
<opentext> out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth speaks...and so if grace 
is in our heart, His grace will also come forth from the lips.....all good 
answers
<help-ready> how can sweet and bitter come from the same fountain
<opentext> any questions this morning?… or i will ask some more
<at-peace> o/ <opentext> yes charlene

<at-peace> question is on righteousness... that which we do and have applied to 
our walk and have trusted and believed Father for, would that be accounted to us 
for righteousness as it was to Abraham... speaking as we need to remain in 
Christ, as He is our righteousness?
<opentext> one is accountable for that which Father has taught or opened to 
one.....and as we trust and rely on and in Christ Jesus...is what is going to 
determine our right standing with God… the more of Christ that is revealed to 
one, the more one is held accountable for… the more of Christ that is revealed 

to one, the more one understands all that they have been delivered from...
<at-peace> so that which is in line with the will of God, is the pureness and 
uprightness (righteousness) of our life that enables us to remain justified 
(acquitted, free) before God?
<opentext> yes
<opentext> 2 Cor 5:20-21 20 Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though 

God did beseech you by us: we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to 
God. 21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be 
made the righteousness of God in him. (KJV)
<opentext> that we­ might be made­....the righteousness of God in Him.
<at-peace> need to continue to abide in Christ
<opentext> Rom 10:10 For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness(right 
standing with God through Christ); and with the mouth confession is made unto 
salvation(one's speech always with grace). (KJV) 
<opentext> that help charlene?
<at-peace> so Abraham, was held accountable for that which Father asked of him, 
and he kept that which was commanded of him, thus it was accounted unto him for 
righteousness?
<at-peace> yes, this has much thank you
<opentext> He believed that which Father asked of him....
<at-peace> ah okay.. he believed and held fast
<opentext> his obedience to His Word...was accounted unto him...the 
righteousness of God.....as one obeys Christ, the Word of God....it establishes 
our righteousness with God by and through Christ Jesus, the Word of God manifest 
in the flesh... as we hear and obey God, the Word of God, Christ, is manifest in 
our flesh, by our obedience to His will

<at-peace> yes thank you :-)

<his> comment: so Abraham was accounted righteousness because he was a doer of 
the Word, not a hearer only ?

<opentext> that would be a good way of hearing it........Abraham had faith in 
that which God said....he is the father of faith because he believed that which 
God spoke to him.....do we always believe that which God says to us...or at 
times do we ask God to prove it first?
<his> less..learning it should be never
<at-peace> not always, and yes have done that
<diligently> we dont think we ever have asked Father to prove himself to us.but 
we might have.maybe not in those words.
<shama> learning to walk by faith not by sight
<diligently> we dont know
<at-peace> in past have doubted if it was from Father or if it was my own 
thoughts
<opentext> any time we question that which God asks of us, we are doubting...or 
asking Him to prove it before we will act on it
<diligently> ok..yes we have done that.
<opentext> does that help graeme?
<his> yes much thanks
<opentext> any other questions?
<his> o/ <opentext> yes graeme
<his> asking Him to prove it and asking Him to confirm it in His Word being two 
different things ? Proof...meaning manifestation ?
<opentext> asking God to prove it....we are telling Him how we think it should 
be.....God confirms His Word with signs following (Mark 16:20)...when we hear 
and obey, then His Word will go forth with the purpose it was intended, and 
accomplish that which His Word was sent to do… as steph commented 
earlier...walking by faith...trust in his Word...and not by sight, or how things 
appear to be

<his> so asking for confirmation again and again after we know we have heard 
from Father is really doubt and vain repetitions...okay i see now
<opentext> if one shall say unto the mountain...be thou removed....and shall not 
D-O-U-B-T in thine heart… the importance of being in agreement with God, not in 

opposition to Him… we are obedient to the Word....because we believe and trust 

God......that should be all the confirmation that one needs
<opentext> Phil 1:5-6 5 For your fellowship in the gospel from the first day 

until now; 6 Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath 

begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ: (KJV)
