<opentext> 1 Cor 14:19-20 Yet in the church I had rather speak five words with my 
understanding, that by my voice I might teach others also, than ten thousand words in an 
unknown tongue. Brethren, be not children in understanding: howbeit in malice be ye 
children, but in understanding be men. (KJV)
<opentext> Eph 4:15 But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which 
is the head, even Christ: (KJV)
<opentext> being followers of Christ as Paul was speaking the plainess of God's Word.....being 
confident in it
<opentext> 2 Cor 4:3-4 But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost: In whom the 
god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the 
glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto them. (KJV)
