Complement
Definition for ‘complement’
That which completes; 2) The full number or amount to complete a set; 3) The whole personnel of a vessel.

Christ complements us; and we complement His body, His Church. Think about that in reference to the definition above. We have been given ‘the measure’ of the fullness of the gift of Christ; ‘the measure’ of faith; and we are complete in Him. And we are now a part of His body, and members in particular to help make up the whole personnel of His Church, His vessel for the ministry of reconciliation. 

1 Corinthians 12:14-31 For the body is not one member, but many. (15) If the foot shall say, Because I am not the hand, I am not of the body; is it therefore not of the body? (16) And if the ear shall say, Because I am not the eye, I am not of the body; is it therefore not of the body? (17) If the whole body were an eye, where were the hearing? If the whole were hearing, where were the smelling? (18) But now hath God set the members every one of them in the body, as it hath pleased him. (19) And if they were all one member, where were the body? (20) But now are they many members, yet but one body. (21) And the eye cannot say unto the hand, I have no need of thee: nor again the head to the feet, I have no need of you. (22) Nay, much more those members of the body, which seem to be more feeble, are necessary: (23) And those members of the body, which we think to be less honourable, upon these we bestow more abundant honour; and our uncomely parts have more abundant comeliness. (24) For our comely parts have no need: but God hath tempered the body together, having given more abundant honour to that part which lacked: (25) That there should be no schism in the body; but that the members should have the same care one for another. (26) And whether one member suffer, all the members suffer with it; or one member be honoured, all the members rejoice with it. (27) Now ye are the body of Christ, and members in particular. (28) And God hath set some in the church, first apostles, secondarily prophets, thirdly teachers, after that miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, governments, diversities of tongues. (29) Are all apostles? are all prophets? are all teachers? are all workers of miracles? (30) Have all the gifts of healing? do all speak with tongues? do all interpret? (31) But covet earnestly the best gifts: and yet shew I unto you a more excellent way. (KJV)

In the body of Christ there is neither male nor female; Jew nor Gentile; only members who are willing to allow His treasures of wisdom and knowledge to develop His Spiritual gift within them, and be ready always for the work of the ministry of the gospel of Christ, instant in season and out of season, to minister His words of Spirit and life where He sends you. You are a vessel fit for the Master’s use when you have allowed Christ to complement you, and you in turn become a complement to the body of Christ; ready to give an answer of the hope within you; ready to be a help or complement to others within the body of Christ, working together unto the edifying of itself in love.

Ephesians 4:11-16 And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; (12) For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: (13) Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: (14) That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; (15) But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: (16) From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love. (KJV)

Dearly loved, we are a complement one to another for the good of the whole body; let’s continue together in unity working together for the good of the kingdom of God. You are God’s workmanship, and a member in particular; He made you to be who you are in Christ, embrace it. God bless; have a very blessed and prosperous day in Christ Jesus our Lord, Amen.
