<opentext> Ephesians 1:18  PP1  as Philo expresses it: What the eye is to the body, the understanding is to the soul; and that as the eye is not light in itself, and can discern nothing but by the means of light shining, not only on the objects to be viewed, but into the eye itself; so the understanding of man can discern no sacred thing of or by itself, but sees by the influence of the Spirit of wisdom and revelation; for without the influence of God's Holy Spirit no man ever became wise unto salvation, no more than a man ever discerned an object (no matter how perfect soever his eye might have been), without the instrumentality of light. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)

God wishes that none would perish....for God so loved the world that He gave.....however, man has to choose … one has the choice to walk in darkness or in light… one has the choice to walk in life or death…  each day we have to make that choice.....we have to choose which path we will walk in

<opentext> Eph 1:19 19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe,  (KJV)

<opentext> how often is it that we neglect His power, and try to do it in and of our own strength?

<helpmate> sometimes....and we fall flat

<shama> too often

<diligently> we do that at times.and that is when we get tired.

<his> more than one realises

<at-peace> have done that in past, learning to let Father do the leading not me

<opentext> did you also notice, that His power exceeds greatness....Christ the wisdom and power of God...is made available to each and every believer...to any that will call upon His name …  in Christ are hid, all of the treasures of wisdom and knowledge…  so then, if all this is available to us, how can we fail? or better, why do we fail?

<diligently> we get going so fast ,then we do not listen

<helpmate> because we do not always use ALL that is available to us

<shama> because we try to do it in our strength and not His power and wisdom,...Christ

<his> when lean to own understanding and stop listening

<at-peace> for me, we learned to in the flesh to stand on our own, not to depend on anyone, and so at times try on my own first before realizing that I can do nothing of myself

<opentext> good answers

<opentext> and all of these answers are things that we do at various times, when we ignore God and His Word…  when we fail to use  that power that is made available to us, that is God's free gift to us

<opentext> Eph 1:19  according to the working of his mighty power,  (KJV)

<opentext> now, if God did it according to our ability and power, i can then see and understand why we would have so many problems… However, the fact is, that it is according to His power, therefore, one has no excuse (at least one that will stand before God)… Yet, as was mentioned, how often is it, that we call on God immediately, or usually is it after one or two failures, that we call on Him?

<shama> we need to remember to call on Him immediately ALL of the time

<helpmate> yes

<diligently> we do both..at times we forget ,in the past

<his> am learning to call immediately

<opentext> Rom 1:16-17  16
For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek. 17 For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith. (KJV)

<opentext> if we are not ashamed of God, then we will use that which He has made available to us…  also, note that the power is available to those who....believe… do we always believe?

<diligently> yes..  if our flesh is out of the way

<shama> sometimes our flesh doubts some things that Father has us working on

<helpmate> sometimes we don't believe without even realizing it

<his> not when not doubting

<diligently> yes.for sis helen

<opentext> Rom 3:3  3 For what if some did not believe? shall their unbelief make the faith of God without effect?  (KJV)

<opentext> Eph 3:20  20 Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us,
(KJV)

<opentext> so the question then is, how much of His power do we allow to work within us?

<diligently> all of it..more and more each day  PYF  :-)

<helpmate> it should be all of it

<shama> we want to allow it ALL to work within us...all of Him

<his> flesh gets in way...not as much as could or should

<opentext> so then, each day, the eyes of our understanding should be opened further to recognizing and utilizing the power that has been made available to us, the believer… receiving all of the gift, that has been made available to you

<helpmate> yes <diligently> yes

<opentext> II Th 1:11-12  11
Wherefore also we pray always for you, that our God would count you worthy of this calling, and fulfil all the good pleasure of his goodness, and the work of faith with power: 12
