<opentext> Having made known unto us, the mystery of His will....so when we are in doubt of that which He asks of us, we have to remember, that the problem is never on God's end…  Since faith is by hearing, hearing and obeying the message delivered by Christ; then we have to understand that when we are in doubt, or have doubt, that it is due to our lack of hearing, or our discernment in hearing.

2  Be not rash with thy mouth, and let not thine heart be hasty to utter any thing before God: for God is in heaven, and thou upon earth: therefore let thy words be few.  3

And this will cause one to want to walk within His purpose by His grace…  After all, it is by grace, through faith that we are saved. other than accepting this gift, it is not anything that we do of ourselves, or of anyone else other than by and through Christ Jesus… Once we have received or accepted this gift, according to God's terms, now we have to abide in the vine, or in Christ to maintain this relationship with Father.

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:34 Awake to righteousness, and sin not; for some have not the knowledge of God: I speak this to your shame. (KJV)

<opentext> And, we will remember that Christ is our righteousness.

<opentext> 1 Cor 1:30 30 But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption: (KJV)

<opentext> 2 Tim 2:10, Therefore I endure all things for the elect's sakes, that they may also obtain the salvation which is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory. (KJV)
