<mrpicky> Then, as we continue in His Word, it is then that we will present our self to God a living sacrifice; alive in His Word, a fit and suitable dwelling place for the Lord… It is by grace, through faith (the message delivered by Christ) that we are able to recognize and act upon this grace once delivered unto us… Now, we know that God is no respecter of persons, so if He gave this grace to Paul, then this same gift, this same grace has to be available to each and every believer….  Have you received the fulness of this grace, or are you like most, and think that everyone else was given a bit more than you?

<helpmate> we have received it all....now it is up to me to develop it....with Father's help

<his> have received it all..but just starting to see what that "all" is

<at-peace> have come to realize that i have been given and have received the fulness of this grace, and am now learning to walk in the fullness of it

<shama> have been learning daily all that has been given and is available to me

<mrpicky> All too often, people get so concerned with what everyone else is doing, and forget to maintain their own walk with God. It is as we hold God to be true, and every man a liar in everything, that we will then too become that prisoner of the Lord as Paul was… It is as we continue in His Word, that we are quick to hear Father's counsel, that we will not take any short cuts, but do all that we can to show God that we have valued all of His Word, and thus never be ashamed when we stand before Him… It is as we continue in His Word, that we will begin to see all of what God's Word has for us, and it will set us free from the world that used to hold us in bondage. It is only His word that can set us free, and keep us free....if we make it a continual way of life.
