Bible Study Tuesday 21 March, 2000

<his> Our heavenly Father, we come before you through Christ Jesus our Lord and Saviour with thanksgiving in our hearts and with open minds in joyful anticipation of that which you have to teach us this day. We ask that You would help us to concentrate on that which You are asking of and have for each of us. And we thank you and praise You for this.

<opentext> Eph 2:1-3 1 And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins;  2 Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience: 3 Among whom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as others. (KJV)

<opentext> As we were looking at these verses yesterday, we all know and realize, what wretched persons that we were, before Christ, and do not need to dwell in this area for long....as the devil is always reminding us of these short-comings.

<opentext> Eph 2:4  4
But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us,  (KJV)

<opentext> We need to constantly be reminded, or in other words, with a renewed mind, be quick to hear of, and keep fresh the love that He has for you!

<opentext> John 3:16-17  16
For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 17
For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved. (KJV)

<opentext> often times, we become so familiar with a verse, that we forget the statement that it makes. (just as we do with people sometimes)…  For God so loved the world...so great was His mercy, that He asked of His Son, to pay the price for all sin..... and, all this was done, while we were yet sinners...before we ever even acknowledged Him....let alone became aware of His love.

<opentext> Eph 2:5  5
Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)  (KJV)

<opentext> usually before we will do anything for someone, we make them prove whether or not they are worthy of what we might do for them...good thing Father's mercy and love is greater than ours…  by grace...God's unmerited favor, are we saved, when....

<opentext> Rom 10:9  9 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.
 (KJV)

<opentext> it is at that point, that we will acknowledge that we are a sinner, and come short of God's glory, acknowledging that God did have His son die in our behalf, that we do become....

<opentext> 2 Cor 5:17 17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.  (KJV)

<opentext> Eph 2:5-6 (by grace ye are saved;)  6 And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus: (KJV)

<opentext> places is an added word, and without it there, to me the verse is much clearer… How often is it, that we are truly mindful of what Father has accomplished through Christ for you, or are you as most, and always or mostly look at and remember your short-comings?

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ:  (KJV)

That in the ages to come he might shew the exceeding riches of his grace in his kindness toward us through Christ Jesus. (KJV)

<opentext> another one of those places, where Father has Paul refer to how Father does something that exceeds all expectations… try to comprehend if you will....the exceeding riches of His grace.... and yet, how often do you tell God, that you are not worthy of all that He has for you?

<at-peace> when we fall short, and are not as forgiving of ourselves as Father is toward us

<opentext> Rom 13:14  14 But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, and​ make not provision for the flesh​, to fulfil the lusts thereof. (KJV)


<opentext> any excuse, is a lie from the devil, and a provision for the flesh… provisions...something used to keep something alive…  thus, why we need to keep on the helmet of salvation...why we need to renew our mind daily in the Word....actually, moment by moment…  yet, how often do we gorge the flesh, and throw a few scraps to the spirit man?

<diligently> not very often,but it may be more then we realize.

<opentext> Ephesians 2:4 [His great love] God's infinite love is the groundwork of our salvation; in reference to us that love assumes the form of mercy, and that mercy provides the Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ. And therefore the apostle adds, <Eph.2:5>: By grace ye are saved-- it is by God's free mercy in Christ that ye are brought into this state of salvation.
