<opentext> it is only as one gets to know Christ, who He is, and His love for us, can one begin to accept and receive, all that He has for us. That is, accepting and receiving all that He has for us, within the gift.

You, take the time, to hear God's Word, study it seeking only His approval, rightly dividing the Word of truth, so that you will never have reason to be ashamed when you stand before Him…  Jesus of Nazareth was tempted in every manner as we are, and yet sinned not, because He always listened, and then obeyed the Spirit of Christ within Him. He utilized the fulness that God had made available to Him.

<his>  should do it according to His power...sometimes don't

<opentext> Eph 1:23 23 Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all. (KJV)

<opentext> it fills...ALL in ALL

<opentext> Eph 4:13 13 Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: (KJV)

<opentext> it is only by being in unity with His Word, that one can operate in the fulness He has made available.

<opentext> Col 1:19 19 For it pleased the Father that in him should all fulness dwell; (KJV)

<opentext> Col 2:9-10 9 For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily. 10 And ye are complete in him, (KJV)

<opentext> you are complete in Him....if you come into agreement with His Word....in unity of the faith, is referring to, the message delivered through Christ.....not buildings.

<opentext> Eph 3:19 that​ ye might be​ filled with all the fulness of God. (KJV)

<opentext> def… for, ye might be filled.... 4137  pleroo (play-ro'-o); from 4134; to make replete, i.e. (literally) to cram (a net), level up (a hollow), or (figuratively) to furnish (or imbue, diffuse, influence), satisfy, execute (an office), finish (a period or task), verify (or coincide with a prediction), etc.:  KJV-- accomplish, X after, (be) complete, end, expire, fill (up), fulfil, (be, make) full (come), fully preach, perfect, supply.

<opentext> You, have to come to Father, seeking His insights...not any man's. He wants to reveal Himself to you.

<opentext> Eph 3:20 20 Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly (KJV)

<opentext> it exceeds abundance...or superabounds....because of our fleshly mind and body that gets in the way…  How often is it, that we tell God that it will not work, because we do not understand it?

<shama> sometimes allow doubt to enter

<diligently> we have in the past, sometime we do not understand the things Father asks of me

<opentext> or, that we do not understand it, therefore we will not allow God to work?

<diligently> but we, hear we do not have to understand just do it…  Fathers always works, if we stay out of the way… me

<his> learning trusting and allowing comes before understanding

<opentext> exactly....we do not always have to fully understand it at the time....being doers of the Word, because we have put our trust in Him, and that which He asks of us, is in full agreement with His Word…  think about this.... when you first got saved...did you understand what you do now?
