Ye shall know them by their fruits. Do men gather grapes of thorns, or figs of thistles? 17
Even so every good tree bringeth forth good fruit; but a corrupt tree bringeth forth evil fruit. (KJV)

<opentext> with what measure we do things, this is the way that it will be returned to us… Often times, one will think, but they are only words, what is it going to hurt? We are accountable for every idle word that we speak, and have not sought forgiveness for… Often times one will look at the scriptures as only applying to that which we do as good....and think none of the bad will apply.

<opentext> Eph 5:1-2 1 Be ye therefore followers of God, as dear children; 2 And walk in love, as Christ also hath loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweetsmelling savour.  (KJV)

<opentext> be followers of God....follow the example that God has had set for us...that is, following the life and pattern that Jesus Christ set for us…  To be a follower of God, means to walk according to His purpose...to think according to His will. To develop the same level of compassion and forgiveness… Yet, often times we will only do this, when we think it is convenient; or when we think others may be watching. God sees the thoughts and the intents of the heart… If you will think back to Genesis 6 for a moment....God saw the thoughts and imaginations of man were continually evil....except for Noah who found grace. Sounds to me like Father knew all that was going on down here…  Today, will you put forth a full effort, to please Father?
