<opentext> walking in love....as Christ loved us....  our feet shod.....our path illuminated by His Word, which we have taken the time to be prepared in, because we have taken the time to study for Father's approval, and there fore have no reason to be ashamed.

<opentext> Rom 12:1-2 1 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. 2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. (KJV)

<opentext> we do this, learn to walk in love, by presenting our self to God...a living sacrifice...alive spiritually...  How often do we get more concerned with what others are doing, rather then tending to our own salvation?

<shama> sometimes still do

<diligently> we have gotten that way some times

<opentext> How often do we become conformed to what the world is doing, rather then following the example that Jesus Christ set for us?

<his> too often...flesh taught to compare

<diligently> we daily seek out what Christ Jesus has set for us.by His example.

<shama> if our eyes are not on His Word then they have to be on the world

<opentext> be transformed...be changed....being that new creation......by allowing the Word of God to come into our life...allowing the Word to bring about the changes... how many of you have tried to help God along, thinking there is a short-cut, or helping God with the process?

<shama> have done that

<diligently> oh yes..judy always has a plan..but that is not Fathers ways, have done that in the past.

<his> i know i have done that...want to change everything at once often

<opentext> by renewing the mind....by taking the time each day in the Word, to receive Father’s guidance, or road map for each day…  to renew...to build up again....to recharge....how far will you get in a vehicle...if one does not keep the battery charged?

<h-d-m-m> not very far

<shama> not far at all

<his> not far

<diligently> no place fast.

<at-peace> not far

<opentext> so then, what happens to us, when we do not keep our spiritual battery properly charged?

<his> we go flat

<diligently> no place fast.

<h-d-m-m> the same thing,,......we go nowhere

<h-d-m-m> mary....we die

<at-peace> we begin to lose power until it eventually dies

<opentext> Rom 12:2 that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. (KJV)

<opentext> note...that you may prove...God already knows His Word works! …  most people will agree with you that God's Word is good.......not quite as many will find it acceptable to their life....and even fewer, will think that they can operate in God's perfect will.

<opentext> Eph 5:3-4 3 But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints;
4 Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks. (KJV)

<opentext> Paul now gives us a list of things that will hinder our walk....things that will try to get one to detour off of the strait and narrow path.

<opentext> fornication..... 4202  porneia (por-ni'-ah); from 4203; harlotry (including adultery and incest); figuratively, idolatry:  KJV-- fornication.

<opentext> now, most think of this only as far as physical relationships go...however....what about possessions....or goals...that occupy and control one in the same manner?

<h-d-m-k-m> that becomes their god

<shama> anything that we put before Father and His Word

<diligently> it controls them

<his> whatever enslaved to ...one is overcome by

<opentext> how can two walk together, lest they be in agreement....unless they have become united in thought and plan...

<opentext> uncleaness.... 167  akatharsia (ak-ath-ar-see'-ah); from 169; impurity (the quality), physically or morally: KJV-- uncleanness.

<opentext> how many of you would eat a sandwich, right after diggin worms, without washing your hands?

<shama> not me

<diligently> would not

<his> not

<at-peace> not me

<h-d-m-k-m> me either

<opentext> nor, can we partake of the Word...if our mind is not in agreement with God.

<opentext> covetousness.....  4124  pleonexia- greedy desire to have more, covetousness, avarice

<opentext> avarice= insatiable desire for wealth

<opentext> seek first the kingdom of God, and His righteousness....and then you will have all that you need, to do that which Father asked of you!… Do you ever see of Jesus Christ not being able to do that which Father asked, because a lack of supply?

<opentext> Phil 4:19 19 ​But my God shall supply​
 all your need
 a​ccording to his riches in glory​ by Christ Jesus. (KJV)

But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you,  (KJV)

<opentext> let it not be named...once amoung you...once is to often.....we press forward....wanting to grow and please Father each day, in every step we take.

<opentext> 2 Cor 6:17-18 17
Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you,  18
And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty.
(KJV)

<opentext> if we associate with the wrong crowds...how long before one becomes a part of the mob?

<shama> not long

<at-peace> not long

<opentext> if one entertains the wrong thoughts, how long before one begins to act upon them?

<his> either that or they devour us

<diligently> fast, one spark goes fast

<h-d-m-k-m> very soon....as a man thinketh in his heart, so is he

<his> divided house falls

<opentext> each and every day then, one has to take inventory of their thoughts, so that their actions will always be in line with God's Word....if we stumble or slip up, we immediately ask God for forgiveness (1John 1:9)...by His grace pick ourselves up, and continue on our journey home... today....will you keep your thoughts focused on His Word?
