<opentext> One needs to train themselves in the way they should go, so as they mature and develop, they will not depart from the strait and narrow path.

<opentext> 2 Tim 2:15  15 Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. (KJV)

<opentext> Studying to show yourself approved....unto God. Not doing it to impress others, but rather because one chooses to please God… Not doing it for man's approval either. Each person should be doing it because they want a loving relationship with Father. In all that they say and do, they want to be pleasing to Father, as Jesus Christ did… We are able to submit our self to God....when we speak the things we have heard Him speak, and do the things that we have seen Him do… Please take note though in the above verse....it says rightly dividing the Word of truth… Why would the Word of truth have to be rightly divided?

<diligently> so when we hear other things, lies…we will not listen or follow…we hear only Fathers voice.

<opentext> The devil, our fellow man....will try to mis-use the Word of truth to and for their advantage. The Word of truth, as with anything else, can be mis-used and abused… If you will recall in Matthew chapter 4, the devil used the Word against Jesus of Nazareth. He, however, rightly divided the Word, and set it in the proper context, and thus had no reason to be ashamed…  In the time that you have walked with God, have you ever had the Word misrepresented to you? And if so, did you catch it right away?

<opentext> Then, it shows us why one has to take the time, and put forth a diligent effort in studying to please Father, and not any person. It is only then that one will give God the proper time, in and with the proper attitude, and thus rightly divide or discern the Word of truth… So yes, we are to submit ourselves to one another....in the fear of God....in other words, always taking the time to rightly divide the Word of truth. It is not so that we have the rule over anyone else, but rather that we try to exhort and encourage one another each day… Often times, since people do not take or make the time for Father each day, they do not know how to use or apply the Word of truth properly. So, instead of using the sword of the Spirit in the proper context, they have turned the sword side-ways, and now try to beat the Word into others…  How can it encourage anyone, if you are beating them up with the Word?

<opentext> We can all think of times that the Word was used against us that way, and we know how it turned us against the Word. So we can see the importance of studying for Father’s approval, taking the time, and making the effort to rightly divide the Word of truth, so that one will never have reason to be ashamed when they stand before the throne of God.

<opentext> Eph 5:21 21 Submitting yourselves one to another in the fear of God. (KJV)

<opentext> definition for ...submitting yourselves......yield to someone elses admonition or advice..  So whenever we hear the Word, we have to take the time to rightly divide the Word of truth, to be sure it is used in the proper context that Father intended. Do all seek the things of God?

<opentext> So then, we can see the importance of establishing and maintaining our relationship with Father each and every day. Of holding fast our profession of faith without wavering, so that we will not be tossed to and from by every wind of doctrine that blows through town… We need to be grounded and settled in this truth. And this can only come about and happen, by the time that one will take and make in fellowship with Father. So that we learn to recognize His voice, and thus not fall victim to the voice of strangers.

Rather, i will study for His approval, and rightly divide His Word of truth, so that i may never be ashamed when i stand before Him… Will you take and make the time, to seek only His approval this day?
