<opentext> Eph 5:3-4 3 But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints;
 4 Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks. (KJV)

<opentext> as we were talking yesterday, about the passions or appetites of the flesh in verse 3....  in other words, temptations that come our way...

<opentext> James 1:12 Blessed is he who patiently endures trials; for when he has stood the test, he will gain the victor's crown--even the crown of Life--which the Lord has promised to those who love Him.13 Let no one say when passing through trial, "My temptation is from God;" for God is incapable of being tempted to do evil, and He Himself tempts no one. 14 But when a man is tempted, it is his own passions that carry him away and serve as a bait. 15 Then the passion conceives, and becomes the parent of sin; and sin, when fully matured, gives birth to death. 16 Do not be deceived, my dearly-loved brethren. (Weymouth translation)

<opentext> blessed is he....who patiently endures the temptations or trials...  How do we patiently endure?  is it not by remaining steadfast in the Word? by not being moved by what we see or hear?

<opentext> Matt 12:36-37 36
But I say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account thereof in the day of judgment. 37
For by thy words thou shalt be justified, and by thy words thou shalt be condemned. (KJV)

Be not rash with thy mouth, and let not thine heart be hasty to utter any thing before God: for God is in heaven, and thou upon earth: therefore let thy words be few.  (KJV)

<opentext> definition for filthiness.... 151  aischrotes (ahee-skhrot'-ace);  from 150; shamefulness, i.e. obscenity: KJV-- filthiness.

<opentext> definition for foolish talking.....3473  morologia (mo-rol-og-ee'-ah); from a compound of 3474 and 3004; silly talk, i.e. buffoonery: KJV-- foolish talking.

<opentext> definition for jesting.....  2160  eutrapelia (yoo-trap-el-ee'-ah); from a compound of 2095 and a derivative of the base of 5157 (meaning well-turned, i.e. ready at repartee, jocose); witticism, i.e. (in a vulgar sense) ribaldry:  KJV-- jesting.

<opentext> Ephesians 5:3 But fornication and every kind of impurity, or covetousness, let them not even be mentioned among you, for they ought not to be named among God's people. 4 Avoid shameful and foolish talk and low jesting--they are all alike discreditable--and in place of these give thanks. 5 For be well assured that no fornicator or immoral person and no money-grubber--or in other words idol-worshipper--has any share awaiting him in the Kingdom of Christ and of God. <opentext> Prov 18:21 21 Death and life are in the power of the tongue: and they that love it shall eat the fruit thereof. (KJV)

<opentext> learning, training one self...to be independent of the external circumstances… Jesus Christ never allowed the words spoken to control Him.... we should always be responding to the will of God....and if they are not asking of a reason of the hope within me, i do not owe them an answer…  how often is it, that we think we have to answer, when they are not asking of the hope within us?

<diligently> we always think we have to answer.. but Father has let us and is showing us daily we do not, any longer.

<onewithim> sometimes

<diligently> we used to think that way.

<opentext> before pilate, Jesus Christ said nothing....

<his> i am not trying to be clever here.. it has always puzzled me : in Matthew it says He said nothing...in Mark he say "so thou sayest" when pilate asked him are you king of the jews...Father's answer ?

<opentext> let us hear what is being said....Jesus Christ said nothing to defend Himself....just as a Christian, we never need to defend ourselves either...for the battle is God's and not ours, for it is His glory that brings up the rear guard....  Pilate was on a fishing expedition....and was not sincerely seeking, but rather only looking for a way to justify himself … when one is silent...isn't one then usually asked....don't you have anything to say for yourself??
