<opentext> Eph 5:3 But fornication and every kind of impurity, or covetousness, let them not even be mentioned among you, for they ought not to be named among God's people. 4 Avoid shameful and foolish talk and low jesting--they are all alike discreditable--and in place of these give thanks. 5 For be well assured that no fornicator or immoral person and no money-grubber--or in other words idol-worshipper--has any share awaiting him in the Kingdom of Christ and of God. 6 Let no one deceive you with empty words, for it is on account of these very sins that God's anger is coming upon the disobedient.(Weymouth translation)

<opentext> let no man deceive you with vain or empty words.... vain or empty words, any words that do not give glory to Father through Jesus Christ, any words not employed for the kingdom of God.

<opentext> Rev 22:18-19  18
For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book:
19 And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book. (KJV)

<opentext> vain or empty words, would be covered very well by the above verses...those which take away from God's Word, or those which try to add to it.

<opentext> Jer 29:8-9 8 For thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel; Let not your prophets and your diviners, that be in the midst of you, deceive you, neither hearken to your dreams which ye cause to be dreamed. 9 For they prophesy falsely unto you in my name: I have not sent them, saith the LORD.
(KJV)

<opentext> deceive means to defraud or to cheat.....empty or vain words are said to cheat you out of your inheritance. After all, the thief comes to steal...cheat you out of all that Father has for His children.

<opentext> Ezek 13:10-11 10
Because, even because they have seduced my people, saying, Peace; and there was no peace; and one built up a wall, and, lo, others daubed it with untempered morter: 11 Say unto them which daub it with untempered morter, that it shall fall: there shall be an overflowing shower; and ye, O great hailstones, shall fall; and a stormy wind shall rend it. (KJV)

<opentext> to defraud someone, is to seduce them....to cause them to come into agreement with anything that is contrary to the truth of God's Word… our foundation is to be built upon the Rock, Jesus Christ being the chief cornerstone… unless one takes the time, and puts forth the effort to study the Word, seeking only God's approval, how can one know if what they hear is truth or not?

For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many.
(KJV)

<opentext> any true man or woman of God, will always point the people to Father through Jesus Christ…  this is the example Jesus Christ set for us, and the example that we see Paul follow… This is why it is vital, that each and every believer know the Word of God for themselves.

<opentext> definition for enticing words....  4086  pithanologia- 1) speech adapted to persuade, discourse in which probable arguments are adduced  2) in a bad sense, persuasiveness of speech, specious discourse that leads others into error

<opentext> 1 Cor 2:4-5  4 And my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of man's wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power: 5
That your faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in the power of God. (KJV)

<opentext> Paul always pointed the people to Father through Christ Jesus. He did not need big words or eloquent speech to do it. After all, it is the simplicity of the gospel of Christ

<opentext> Col 2:18 18 Let no man beguile you of your reward in a voluntary humility and worshipping of angels, intruding into those things which he hath not seen, vainly puffed up by his fleshly mind, (KJV)

<opentext> man devises all kinds of schemes, to get people to follow them.....this is why one needs to take the time to study for God's approval....rightly dividing the Word of truth, so that they will never be ashamed when they stand before God.

<opentext> I Jn 4:1-2 1 Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world. 2 Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God:  (KJV)
