<at-peace> Father, we thank you for this day and this time of fellowship in your Word... we ask Father that you would lead and guide us in all truth this day, and open up to each of us 

that which you know we have need of to maintain our walk and relationship with you this day...with all praise, honor and glory unto you Father through Christ Jesus our Lord...

<opentext> Eph 5:30-32 30 For we are members of his body, of his flesh, and of his bones. 31 For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall be joined unto his wife, and they two shall be one flesh. 32 This is a great mystery: but I speak concerning Christ and the church. (KJV)

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:45-46 45 And so it is written, The first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam was made a quickening spirit. 46 Howbeit that was not first which is spiritual, but that which is natural; and afterward that which is spiritual. (KJV)

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:47-48 47 The first man is of the earth, earthy: the second man is the Lord from heaven. 48
As is the earthy, such are they also that are earthy: and as is the heavenly, such are they also that are heavenly. (KJV)

<opentext> So in the passage in Ephesians and the corresponding one in 1Corinthians, we can see the mystery that Paul is talking about…. One will often forget that we are born again, 

because of the sacrifice that Jesus Christ made in and on the behalf of each and everyone that will believe…. As we take the time to study His Word, seeking Father's approval, one is able to begin to see and understand the master plan of reconciliation and salvation that God put 

into place before the world began… As one will continue in the Word, becoming grounded and settled in that which Father reveals to us, that we get a clearer and clearer vision of who we are in Christ, and all that we have inherited as an adopted child… This is where one must continually hunger and thirst after righteousness, as the righteousness of God is Christ, for the more one will understand the righteousness made available to them, the more they will understand that which Father is asking of them.

<opentext> Eph 5:32-33 32 This is a great mystery: but I speak concerning Christ and the church. 33 Nevertheless let every one of you in particular so love his wife even as himself; and the wife see that she reverence her husband. (KJV)

<opentext> One thing one should remember, is that the marriage feast has not yet taken place.....so until that does, there is nothing yet done that is permanent.

<opentext> Eph 6:1-3 1 Children, obey your parents in the Lord: for this is right. 2 Honour thy father and mother; (which is the first commandment with promise;) 3 That it may be well with thee, and thou mayest live long on the earth. (KJV)

<opentext> As we talked about earlier this week, God has an order for everything… Often times, much jesting and making light of discipline is done in this world at this present time… Those that are in the flesh, will try to make things easier and easier on their flesh, and likewise with their children. In doing so, the flesh becomes stronger and stronger, and in open rebellion against God and His laws… Most look at verse 3, and have no idea of the implications of why obedience of the children, should cause them to live a long life.

 If a man have a stubborn and rebellious son, which will not obey the voice of his father, or the voice of his mother, and that, when they have chastened him, will not hearken unto them: 19
Then shall his father and his mother lay hold on him, and bring him out unto the elders of his city, and unto the gate of his place; 20 And they shall say unto the elders of his city, This our son is stubborn and rebellious, he will not obey our voice; he is a glutton, and a drunkard. 21 And all the men of his city shall stone him with stones, that he die: so shalt thou put evil away from among you; and all Israel shall hear, and fear.
(KJV)

opentext> Children learn from example. Parents are "supposed" to be the example of the believer. And they are supposed to set the example by showing the children how they hear and obey the voice of God.
