opentext> We are supposed to seek first the kingdom of God, and His righteousness....and then as everything we have need of, is added unto us....we thank God for the blessings, yet our focus remains on the mark of the prize….  How easy is it, to get caught up in the blessings, or problems, rather then staying focused in and on the prize?

For he that is called in the Lord, being a servant, is the Lord's freeman: likewise also he that is called, being free, is Christ's servant. 23 Ye are bought with a price; be not ye the servants of men. (KJV)

<opentext> We have to always be mindful of who's servant we are.

<opentext> 1 Cor 9:24-25 24
Know ye not that they which run in a race run all, but one receiveth the prize? So run, that ye may obtain. 25 And every man that striveth for the mastery is temperate in all things. Now they do it to obtain a corruptible crown; but we an incorruptible.

<opentext> It is when one begins to know who they are in Christ, that they are able to see and recognize that Jesus Christ won a total victory. And because of this, one is able to always walk in this victory, when they stay in the Sprit. When they take the time to rightly divide the Word of truth.

<opentext> 2 Cor 10:3-4 3 For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh:
 4 (For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds;) (KJV)

<opentext> The problem is, that we have been trained in the ways of the flesh for so long, that we often allow that training to blind us from seeing the truth in the Word.

<opentext> Rom 6:4-5 4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. 5 For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection:  (KJV)

<opentext> IF...one will continue in the Word.

<opentext> Gal 5:16 16 This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh. (KJV)

<opentext> def. for lust.... 1939  epithumia- desire, craving, longing, desire for what is  forbidden, lust

<opentext> When do we get in trouble? Isn't it when we long for the things that God has delivered us from?

<continuing> yes <diligently> yes 

<now-faith> yes, including our own understanding and wisdom

<joyful> yes <shama> yep

<opentext> We have been delivered from the power of darkness. However, one can return to the things they have been delivered from. Just as the son that longed to have his riches, and go back and party with the world. For him to have been within the household, means he had been delivered once, but wanted to return to see what he thought he was missing…. How often does the devil try to tell you what you are missing?

<opentext> Luke 15:15-16 15
 And he went and joined himself to a citizen of that country; and he sent him into his fields to feed swine. 16 And he would fain have filled his belly with the husks that the swine did eat: and no man gave unto him.  (KJV)

<opentext> What one often overlooks, is that the swine were unclean. Not only was he in the pen with the unclean thing, but was partaking of what they had leftover.

<opentext> 2 Cor 6:17 17 Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you,  (KJV)

<opentext> We are not to touch the unclean thing....whether by the physical, or by thought. Keeping our mind pure.

<opentext> def. for touch..... 680  haptomai (hap'-tom-ahee); reflexive of 681; properly, to attach oneself to, i.e. to touch (in many implied relations): KJV-- touch.

<opentext> Do not attach yourself to the things of this world. How can two walk together, less they be agreed (betrothed).

<rhoumai> can't do it

<opentext> Eph 4:17-18 17 This I say therefore, and testify in the Lord, that ye henceforth walk not as other Gentiles walk, in the vanity of their mind,
18 Having the understanding darkened, being alienated from the life of God through the ignorance that is in them, because of the blindness of their heart: (KJV)

<opentext> An unrenewed mind, causes blurred vision. Without a vision (revelation) the people perish…  They have been revealed to us, by His Spirit. Can one see those things, if they are walking in the flesh?

Hereby know we the spirit of truth, and the spirit of error. (KJV)
