<opentext> definition for "truth".... 225  aletheia- 1) objectively: a) what is true in any matter under consideration 1) truly, in truth, according to truth 2) of a truth, in reality, in fact, certainly b) what is true in things pertaining to God and the duties of man, moral and religious truth 1) in the greatest latitude 2) the true notions of God which are open to human reason without his supernatural intervention c) the truth as taught in the Christian faith, respecting God and the execution of his purposes through Christ, and respecting the duties of man, opposing alike to the superstitions of the Gentiles (non-Jews) and the inventions of the Jews, and the corrupt opinions and precepts of false teachers even among Christians 2) subjectively: truth as a personal excellence: that candor of mind which is free from affection, pretence, simulation, falsehood, deceit

<opentext> John 4:23-24 23
But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him. 24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. (KJV)

<opentext> To fellowship with Father, one must do so, in Spirit and in truth, His Word is truth… Let God be true, and every man a liar....so that our sayings are in total agreement with His sayings, so that by our own words we will be justified, for they will always be in agreement with His Word.

<opentext> John 1:17 17 For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ. (KJV)

<opentext> One is saved by grace through faith....that ability to believe God's Word as truth, and then begin to apply that truth to one's life… It is the truth of God's Word that sets one free. Then, as one will continue in His Word, it is the truth that will continue to keep one free.

<opentext> John 14:6 6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. (KJV)

<opentext> The strait and narrow way, that cuts through all of the lies and deceit that are out there.

<opentext> John 15:26 26 But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the Father, he shall testify of me: (KJV)

<opentext> Eph 4:21 21 If so be that ye have heard him, and have been taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus:  (KJV)

<opentext> as the truth is in Jesus....if any man has not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of His…  Establishing in our heart, the truth of God and His Word. This is the foundation of our walk with Him… Each and every person has the same opportunity, has the same ability. It is a matter of seeking first the kingdom of God, and His righteousness (Christ) and then all these things shall be added unto you. Yet, how often do you think everyone else is more special than you?

<opentext> One also has to be watchful of the fine line that is there....between being prideful, and confident. Our confidence has to be in God and His Word...for without Him we can do nothing.

<opentext> Gal 5:7 7 Ye did run well; who did hinder you that ye should not obey the truth? (KJV)

<opentext> As Paul wrote to the Galatians, the same is still true today....it is only as one strays from the strait and narrow path of the truth, that they are in danger to fall....that is why one must stay as the Bereans did, and study each day for Father's approval....rightly dividing the Word of truth. Each day seeking that which Father has for you within His Word.

<opentext> 1 Tim 2:4-5 4 Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth. 5 For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus; (KJV)

<opentext> For God so loved the world...that He gave....Father wants to see none perish. It is only the truth that can set a person free, and keep a person free… The truth of His Word will always stand out.

<opentext> Prov 25:11 11 A word fitly spoken is like apples of gold in pictures of silver. (KJV)

<opentext> Yet, will all want to hear the truth?

Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a merchant man, seeking goodly pearls:  46 Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it. (KJV)

<opentext> James 1:18 18 Of his own will begat he us with the word of truth, that we should be a kind of firstfruits of his creatures. (KJV)

<opentext> Jesus Christ set the precedence for a new creature. He established the path which could be followed; could be duplicated… It is in Christ, that one is able to become the new creation, old things are past away, and all things do become new. A fresh, new start in Christ.

<opentext> Rom 6:4  4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. (KJV)

<opentext> Yet, how often is it that one will stray from this newness, and want to return to the old ways?

<HisRemnant> when we look back and lose our focus on Father

<diligently> once  is too often, life or death.

<his> a constant battle

<shama> when we allow our focus to be on fleshly things

<opentext> The only way that one can keep from returning to the old ways, is by holding God's Word to be true, over and above anything and everything else.

<opentext> Rom 7:6 6 But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the letter. (KJV)

<opentext> Search the scriptures, for within them one may think they find eternal life, but they are that which testify of Christ. Those that worship, or fellowship with Father, must do so in Spirit and in truth… The foundation of your relationship with Father, is by and through His Word. It is how precious and valuable to you His Word is, that will determine whether or not you stand or fall… It is your salvation, it is your relationship. Only you can maintain it, or only you can let it slip away. What will you do with His truth, this day?
