<opentext> Eph 6:14 14 Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness; (KJV)

<opentext> One must know their rights and authority by and through the truth of His Word, in order to comprehend their right standing with God…  One seldom thinks of that which Jesus Christ endured in one's behalf, to make available to them, a right standing or right relationship with God… We as sinners, in all reality, deserve that which He endured.

<opentext> Isa 53:6-7 6 All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all. 7 He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth. (KJV)

<opentext> Isa 53:8-10 8 He was taken from prison and from judgment: and who shall declare his generation? for he was cut off out of the land of the living: for the transgression of my people was he stricken. 9
And he made his grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death; because he had done no violence, neither was any deceit in his mouth. 10 Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief: (KJV)

<opentext> The sooner one learns to understand what the Lord endured in your behalf, the more one will put forth a true effort, to do that which Father asks of them… This is the righteousness that is to cover one's heart. Yet, when we talk about the righteousness that is made available to us, do we remember this?

<opentext> 1 Pet 2:22-24  22
Who did no sin, neither was guile found in his mouth: 23 Who, when he was reviled, reviled not again; when he suffered, he threatened not; but committed himself to him that judgeth righteously: 24 Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed. (KJV)

<opentext> Jesus Christ of Nazareth, who did no sin, yet, by the love of God (Father, Son and Spirit in agreement) took your place and my place, at the cross and at the grave, that we might have new life in Him. The truth of His Word declares this to us… If one does not take the time, and put forth the effort to understand this truth, how can, or will one ever appreciate this gift that is made available to you?

<opentext> Heb 7:26-27 26 For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher than the heavens; 27 Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then for the people's: for this he did once, when he offered up himself.  (KJV)

<opentext> Jesus Christ never transgressed against the Laws of God. Yet, by obedience to what Father asked of Him, took your place and mine at the cross and the grave. None of this did He deserve, but rather out of love, took this all upon Himself.

<opentext> Isa 53:3-5 3 He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.  4 Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. 5 But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. (KJV)

<opentext> Seldom, when one enters into disobedience, does one think of what the consequences of that sin are… Have we forgot what manner of man that we are now to be? Did we begin in the Spirit, and now think that we are made perfect by the flesh?

<opentext> How lightly do you take your relationship with God? Do you always recall that which God went through to bring about your restoration to right standing with Him?

<opentext> Often times we will think about what Jesus Christ went through in an on our behalf, but seldom does one think of what it took for the Father to ask this of His Son.

<opentext> 2 Cor 5:21 21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him. (KJV)

<opentext> Rom 5:15-16 15
But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man, Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many. 16 And not as it was by one that sinned, so is the gift: for the judgment was by one to condemnation, but the free gift is of many offences unto justification. (KJV)

<opentext> Often times, one forgets that it is a "free" gift. It is there for anyone that will accept it, and then walk in this righteousness, or right standing with God…. Paul here in Ephesians states, that we are to stand...to know ones rights and authority, by having the truth of His Word hid within our heart. That our mind each day would be renewed by and through His Word… By establishing oneself through His Word, they then begin to come to an understanding of how His righteousness is made available to us, through the free gift that one has accepted, when they accepted this free gift…  As we understand His truth, and want to walk in that righteousness, then one will want to please God, and not make excuses for their disobedience… It is when one becomes a forgetful hearer of the Word, that they will then find or look for ways to justify their disobedience. And thus, reject the righteousness of God, for they have gone about to establish their own righteousness apart from Christ… It is His Word that will establish one in the truth, as they continue in it. It is then that one is able to allow that Word to illuminate their path, so that every step that they take is sure. For then one knows that assurance they have of God and all of His promises, and none of His steps will slide or slip… How sure are you of your right standing with God this day? One must remember that eternity is riding on this relationship. It is not dependent upon what anyone else is doing, but rather your relationship with God. Only you, can prevent eternal fires in your life… How precious is this gift to you, this day?
