<opentext> And your feet shod.....quit being concerned with what anyone or everyone else is doing, be sure of the message you have heard… The gospel of peace is the message one has to hear and obey; this message is established in and on the truth of God's Word, and declared by the righteousness of Christ Jesus… This is why one must follow the example set by and through Christ Jesus, and not after any man… Yet, how often do we see man following man, rather then Christ?

<opentext> It is the gospel of peace, and it is the peace of God, which passes all understanding, and it is the message that will keep the heart and mind  on that strait and narrow way…  One can blame someone or anyone else for their problems, however, they are your feet, and you have the choice of where and when you will walk. Taking responsibility for your own salvation, because one has reverence and respect for God, and His message of peace, and how it is maintained… You have the choice of what will regulate you in your life. This is where we make the choice to be led by the Spirit, rather then the flesh. And even if one decides to walk in the Spirit, then they still have to learn to always rightly divide the Word of truth… In this present world, there are boundaries that govern us. What are the boundaries in your life?

<opentext> 1 Cor 2:7 7 But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory:  (KJV)

<opentext> This is the gospel of peace, that which God has hid within His Word, and is there for anyone that will seek it… Now note also, to whom was this glory intended?

<opentext> It is when we are walking His way, according to His Word, that it will then be to our glory, for we will be a partaker then of His divine nature… That is why that it is in Christ that one becomes a new creation, old things are past away, and ALL things do become new, and why the mind has to be renewed with this gospel of peace on a moment by moment basis.

<opentext> Eph 1:9 9
Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself: (KJV)

<opentext> He has made it known. He has spelled out the purpose of His will very clearly. It is there for those that have ears to hear, that which His Spirit is saying unto the churches. It comes down to who is it, that is willing to hear and obey… His purpose, to have grace and mercy on man who was disobedient. God's unmerited favor with and for us. And when we accept His message, He then makes the righteousness of His Son, our righteousness.

<opentext> Eph 3:3-4 3 How that by revelation he made known unto me the mystery; (as I wrote afore in few words, 4 Whereby, when ye read, ye may understand my knowledge in the mystery of Christ)  (KJV)

<opentext> The obedience of our brother Paul, to deliver this message of hope to any and all that would hear… This message is revealed to us by His Spirit. It is hid from the fleshly eyes, but opened to one in the realm of His Spirit. The fleshly man will struggle with the things of God.

<opentext> Col 1:26-27 26 Even the mystery which hath been hid from ages and from generations, but now is made manifest to his saints: 27 To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory:  (KJV)

<opentext> It is now made manifest. Within His Word, the mystery and purpose of God is clearly spelled out. It is when one will walk in the Spirit, that they are then able to begin to see, who they are in Christ. They start to comprehend who they are in Christ, and what they are able to accomplish with Christ in them… Often times, man puts more hope in the riches of this world, then they do in the riches of this mystery.

<opentext> Col 2:2-3 2 That their hearts might be comforted, being knit together in love, and unto all riches of the full assurance of understanding, to the acknowledgement of the mystery of God, and of the Father, and of Christ; 3 In whom are hid all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. (KJV)

<opentext> This gospel of peace, is what will hold the body of Christ together as one. (One Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all). It is His wisdom and knowledge that one should seek. That which one should choose to walk in.

<opentext> 1 Tim 3:16 16 And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory.  (KJV)

<opentext> There is no controversy with this gospel message. Any that are seeking God will see and hear that which His kingdom is about. This is why one must study for Father's approval. Taking the time to hear His instructions, so that one will be ready or prepared, when they are asked a reason of the hope (Christ in you, the hope of glory) that is (or should be) within you… What is it that you are prepared with this day? Without Him, one can do nothing. Thus, one has to determine within themselves, to start each day off with Him, and then continue with Him throughout that day. Where are your feet taking you this day?
