<opentext> It is up to the individual, to receive the gift of Christ. Once one receives this gift, then they need to develop this relationship with God… The measure of faith; that is the measure of the ability within man, to trust and believe in and on the word of the Creator… If one has confidence in the work that Father has begun in them, then they do not need anyone else to tell them of the faith they have… This confidence though, can only come about, as one learns to fellowship and communion with God, in the spiritual realm… All too often, one tries to bring God down to their level, and we know (or should know) that those that are in the flesh, cannot please God… For God so loved the world, that He gave. Now it is a matter of, will you receive? Will you take all that He has made available to you?

<opentext> The only way that one can find out what He gave, is by spending time with Him. However, if one does not know what His promises are, how can one hold Him to His Word?

Not dependent in or upon what anyone else is doing. Rather, it is there because i have taken the time in developing and nurturing this relationship with God, on a daily basis… Father knows that which we have need of, before we ask. Ask, and it shall be given. Yet, how often is it that we hope that God does something?

<opentext> Faith, my ability to trust and believe God, is the substance of things "hoped" for. This confidence is developed by hearing and acting upon the message delivered by and through Christ… By grace, are you saved, delivered, healed, made whole, by the message delivered by Christ, when one will wrap themselves within this truth. It is His righteousness which allows one to go boldly before the throne of His grace to obtain help in a time of need… This is why one has to study for His approval, that we may know where to walk within His Word, to obtain this assistance. Then we have to take that which is given to us, knowing that God only gives perfect gifts, and that it will meet the specific need that i have at that very moment… This confidence though, can only come, if one keeps the defender who encircles the head with them, each and every day, by now faith.

<opentext> The fine line between pride and confidence. Paul had confidence in the fact that God's Word works. The seven sons of sceva had pride, and we know the results of the two, as recorded in Acts… Our boasting should be in the Lord, and not that which we "think" we have accomplished… Taking and making the time, to renew our mind daily, within His Word. This should be a priority each day, not only if we have some time left over… Unless one gets to know God personally, how can he ever learn to think and act like Him?
