<opentext> Eph 6:16 16 Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. (KJV)

<opentext> Above all, can also be translated...against all.....against all, we are able to stand behind the door of faith...in other words, His Word one is able to stand behind, and if they trust and believe it, there is nothing that can get past His Word… We are given the measure of the gift, however, one must step through that door of faith, to access all that He has for you.... and if one has stepped through that door into His realm, then we know that there is nothing that can come from behind us, for His glory brings up the rear guard… You, have to step into all that Father has for you. You have to receive all that He has for you… One must remember, that God is a Spirit, and they that worship, or fellowship, or communion with Him, must do so in Spirit and in truth; and the truth is the message once delivered by Christ… Yet, how often do we try to base our relationship with God in and on the physical?

<opentext> And then we have the other example, of Moses debating with God for 40 years that he was not capable of doing that which was asked of him…  If you are not operating in now faith, then one of the previous two examples describes you. One needs to continue in the faith; they must remain rooted and grounded in the word of truth. Not allowing anything or anyone to uproot that which has started to grow.
