Paul tells us not to be conformed to this world, but rather now allow the Spirit of truth, to lead us and guide us into all truth… If you try to charge a battery with AC instead of DC, what will happen to the battery?

<opentext> You have the choice of who or what you will follow. And who ever you are following, they may take you to the wrong place to get your battery charged. This is why one has to study, or renew their mind seeking Father's stamp of approval. Seeking the pure Word of God, not watered down or perverted versions.

<opentext> Eph 4:23-24 23 And be renewed in the spirit of your mind; 24
And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness. (KJV)
