Meditate upon these things; give thyself wholly to them; that thy profiting may appear to all. 16 Take heed unto thyself, and unto the doctrine; continue in them: for in doing this thou shalt both save thyself, and them that hear thee. (KJV)

This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt​ meditate therein day and night​, that thou mayest observe to do according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success. (KJV)


<opentext> That thou mayest observe to do.....being a doer of the Word, and not a hearer only...being so immersed in the Word, that people will say, is that all you can talk about?

<opentext> Job 27:4 4
My lips shall not speak wickedness, nor my tongue utter(​meditate​) deceit. (KJV)


<opentext> Have you ever noticed, that when someone wants to slander or malign someone else, that they think and meditate and plot before they do so?

<opentext> Thus why Paul tells us to "think on these things"....meditate on that which is pure and good.

<opentext> Ps 1:1-2 1
Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful. 2 But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in his law doth he meditate day and night. (KJV)

<opentext> Learning to ignore the counsel of the wicked....but meditating in the law of the Lord (Rom 3:27) the law of faith. And we know that faith comes or is developed by hearing the message delivered by and through Christ.

<opentext> Ps 2:1-2 1
Why do the heathen rage, and the people imagine (​meditate upon​) a vain thing? 2 The kings of the earth set themselves, and the rulers take counsel together, against the LORD, and against his anointed, saying,(KJV)


<opentext> Also note, that they take counsel against His anointed....(blessing God, and cursing man who is made after the similitude of God)… Stopping and taking inventory of what one is meditating on.

<opentext> James 3:9 9 Therewith bless we God, even the Father; and therewith curse we men, which are made after the similitude of God. (KJV)

<opentext> Ps 35:28 28 And my tongue shall speak (​meditate​) of thy righteousness and of thy praise all the day long. (KJV)


<opentext> We should all remember, that out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth speaks....what one is thinking about, is what is that which will proceed out of the mouth… how often do we hear someone say something, and then quickly say that is not what they meant, or did not mean to say that?

<diligently> yes, have done that… in the past.

<opentext> Ps 37:30-32 30 The mouth of the righteous speaketh wisdom, and his tongue talketh of judgment. 31 The law of his God is in his heart; none of his steps shall slide. 32
The wicked watcheth the righteous, and seeketh to slay him. (KJV)

<opentext> They sought to persecute the Lord as well, and what did He ever do wrong?

<opentext> Ps 38:12-14 12
They also that seek after my life lay snares for me: and they that seek my hurt speak mischievous things, and imagine(​meditate​) deceits all the day long. 13 But I, as a deaf man, heard not; and I was as a dumb man that openeth not his mouth. 14 Thus I was as a man that heareth not, and in whose mouth are no reproofs. (KJV)


<opentext> Thus, why we are to cast down thoughts and imaginations, that exalt themselves against the knowledge of God. You determine what it is that encircles the head or mind. You have to choose what it is that is renewing your mind.

<opentext> Ps 63:5-6 5 My soul shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness; and my mouth shall praise thee with joyful lips: 6 When I remember thee upon my bed, and meditate on thee in the night watches. (KJV)

<opentext> Anytime is the right time, to remember the Lord, and all of His wondrous works.

<opentext> Prov 15:28 28 The heart of the righteous studieth to answer: but the mouth of the wicked poureth out evil things. (KJV)

<opentext> Have you ever started to hear God on something, and then spoke before He was through showing you?

<h-d-k> yes <his> yes <shama> yeah <diligently> yea <rhoumai> yep! <diligently> yes <at-peace> yes

<ready2> spoke and acted on it, many a time

<opentext> Thus why the Word tells us to be swift to hear, and slow to speak or respond. In other words, be sure that you have heard Father all the way through.

<opentext> Prov 24:3-5 3 Through wisdom is an house builded; and by understanding it is established: 4 And by knowledge shall the chambers be filled with all precious and pleasant riches. 5 A wise man is strong; yea, a man of knowledge increaseth strength. (KJV)

<opentext> In Christ, are all of the treasures of wisdom and knowledge; the better one knows Christ, the better one will know Father's answers… So then, unless one has received the truth, to understand their right-standing with God; and made the time to be prepared with the message of His peace, and thus meditated in and on His Word to know Him better, how can they ever effectively pray for themselves or anyone else, if they have not applied themselves properly to His Word, and who they are in Christ?

<opentext> So then, what we have seen and heard Paul talk to us about in these last few verses, is to become better acquainted with His Word, so that one is able to talk more effectively with Father, so that we will have the precise thing that we have need of, at that very moment that it is needed. (He knows what we have need of, before we ask.)… If one does not know how to ask, or when to ask; will they be able to acquire that which they have need of?
