<opentext> Eph 6:18-19 18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints; 19
And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, (KJV)

<opentext> Praying always....something that cannot be emphasised enough...constant communications with Father… The thing that i find interesting, is that Paul is also asking that they pray for him. Yet, most Christians would consider that Paul had his act together....and would not need much prayer in his behalf… How different would this world be, if we always prayed, instead of criticizing? Lifted someone up, instead of pulling them down?

<his> we wouldn't  limit Father so much

<at-peace> there would be more joy than sorrow

<opentext> Paul coveted the prayer, so that he would be able to have the proper words to put forth, so as to present a clear picture of the gospel of Jesus Christ. How often is it, that one opens their mouth and speaks, before taking the time to ask God for the words that He would have them speak?

<shama> sometimes too often

<diligently> we are getting better,daily in seeking Fathers wisdom,before we open my mouth.instead of after.

<rhoumai> too often

<opentext> Rom 15:30 30 Now I beseech you, brethren, for the Lord Jesus Christ's sake, and for the love of the Spirit, that ye strive together with me​ in your prayers to God for me​; (KJV)


<opentext> It is hard for most of us to imagine, Paul the apostle asking the "common folk" to pray for him. Just as often times, we do not think it necessary to pray for those that we "think" know more then us, or who have been Christians longer then us.

<opentext> Col 4:3 3 Withal praying also for us, that God would open unto us a door of utterance, to speak the mystery of Christ, for which I am also in bonds: (KJV)

<opentext> That a door of utterance, would be opened to us. Allowing the Holy Spirit to be our guide. Yet, how often is it, that we try to enter, or even break down the wrong doors?

<rhoumai> we have done that in the past

<his> when we try to be the savior

<diligently> when in the flesh.

<opentext> What one must always keep fresh in their heart and mind, is when did Jesus Christ speak?

<diligently> only when asked,and only what He heard from Father to speak.

<shama> when Father asked Him to, with Father's words

<his> only after He had listened to Father

<rhoumai> only as Father asked Him to and gave Him the words to speak

<at-peace> when He heard what Father would have Him to say, and then speak as Father would have Him to speak it

<opentext> How did He learn this? 

<rhoumai> by listening to Father and obeying Him...relying solely on Father for His words and actions

<diligently> by listening and abiding in Father .the Holy Spirit.

<shama> by the leading of the Holy Spirit

<now-faith> by allowing the Holy Spirit to be His guide

<h-d-g-k> by the time He spent with the Father

<his> by obedience to the Spirit of Christ

<at-peace> by being attentive to Father and that which He asked of Him

<opentext> So then, He learned it by (praying) talking with Father, in and on a continuous basis. He learned to seek Father's wisdom and counsel before doing anything.

<h-d-g-k> pray without ceasing

<opentext> Now for a moment, think on the last 10 months, how all that Father has taken us in and through in this letter written to the Ephesians. And even in the last month or so as we have covered the full or complete armour of God. And as we get nearer the conclusion of it, we find the necessity of prayer; not only for ourselves, but for the brethren as well… We often forget that it is one Lord, and one faith, one body, and since we all do not have the same functions within this body, that it takes a unified effort, of each doing their part, that the utterance of this gospel message will go forth… Yet, how often is it, that one is more concerned with what everyone else is doing, rather then being content, as well as efficient at that which Father has asked of them?

<his> when looking at circumstances according to flesh and comparing situations, actions etc.

<diligently> we are content as to where Father has us,and the times we are not,we are in my flesh,and by the grace of God,we dont stay there for long.we have Fathers peace,when we are content with where He has me.

<shama> when one is not doing all to please Father....a servant of all

<rhoumai> when one is measuring themselves with themselves and others

<opentext> One often forgets, the faithfulness of God that it took, for you to be where you are at today. It also takes a daily effort to continue in His Word, so that we can be called His disciple… Studying for His approval. Taking the time to rightly divide His Word of truth!, Then, and only then, will one be able to go boldly before His throne.

<opentext> II Th 3:1 1 Finally, brethren, pray for us, that the word of the Lord may have free course, and be glorified, even as it is with you: (KJV)

<opentext> Eph 6:19 19 And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of the gospel, (KJV)

<opentext> Confidence! Being bold for God and His Word. Just as with last weeks newsletter, there is that fine line between pride and confidence… Confidence is when one "knows" that which He has heard Father speak, and present His Word on the scene… His sheep know His voice. They will not follow or listen to another… How can you tell someone or anyone bout the mystery of the gospel, if you have not taken the time with Father, to hear His counsel, and then apply it to your life?

<opentext> What did Paul do in his first ten or so years in the ministry? How many epistles did he scribe?

<opentext> How many years did Moses spend preparing in the desert, before finally doing what was asked of him?

<opentext> And, how many years did Jesus Christ of Nazareth have in preparing Himself for the work that Father had for Him?

<his> around 30 <rhoumai> about 30 years

<opentext> How patient have you been, in sitting and learning at Father's feet? Have you been faithful in that which he has asked of you, after all these years of serving Him?

<diligently> we love learning at Fathers feet.patient...getting better   :-) PYF

<rhoumai> haven't learned patience like i need to, and we haven't always been faithful doing what He has asked us to do...we fail often

<opentext> What it all comes down to, is that if we are not able to stay constant and consistent at everything and anything that He asks of us, will He ever be able to use us for His purpose? Will you do that which He asks of you this day; even if it is" only" to pray?
