<opentext> Eph 6:18 18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints; (KJV)

<opentext> Praying, that which most of us attempt to do, but most often with more hope then belief.

<opentext> Matt 21:22 22 And all things, whatsoever ye shall ask in prayer, believing, ye shall receive. (KJV)

<opentext> When you go to God in prayer, being specific in that which you ask for, do you see it as being done at that very instant, or "hope" that it will come to pass?

<diligently> we are to  SEE it as being done at that very instant.

<h-d-k> when it is in line with His Word, as being complete

<ready2> if according to His will, done, otherwise shaky

<his> am learning if it is according to His will..that which i asked....i can expect it

<at-peace> if i'm sure of what i'm asking and am being specific then i know it is done

<opentext> Growing up into Him, in all things. We read and see that which Jesus Christ did while He was here on this earth. We read the accounts of the sign and wonders that followed the Word. Do you expect this in your life, or think that it is for everyone else but you?

<his> expect <diligently> expect <h-d-k> we expect

<opentext> John 14:12-14 12
Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father. 13
And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. 14 If ye shall ask any thing in my name, I will do it. (KJV)

<opentext> The works that followed Him, should be following us. Faith is developed and maintained, by hearing and applying to our life the message delivered by and through Christ, the Word of God… Being a doer of the Word, and not a hearer only… Father has told you, that you are born again. How do you know that? Do you have a certificate? Do you have a diploma?

<diligently> our heart knows, Father said it, we believe it, that settles it.

<his> no diploma or certificate......i know

<ready2> i have the peace of God that passes all understanding

<opentext> Father tells you that your name has been written in the Lamb's book of life. Have you seen the book of life? So then, how do you know you are born again? That you are one of His?

<diligently> they that have the spirit of Christ are one of His, we have asked, and received. His sheep hear His voice… john 3:16

<opentext> Here, for the greatest miracle in the world, taking out the old heart of stone, and putting a new heart, with no physical proof, we will believe God without any kind of physical proof. Yet for anything else that is much easier to be done, we have a harder time believing God. Why is this?

<ready2> because when we were born again, we accepted His grace, as we go on we sometimes complicate it by thinking it is of works

<diligently> father of lies, tries to come and still, rob, and destroy.

<his> do always not listen to the Word ..continue in it constantly...as one should

<opentext> Praying always, with all prayer and supplication, in the Spirit. Now if any man has not the Spirit of Christ, He is none of His. The Word tells us clearly, that anything we ask the Father in His name, Christ; and believing that we have it, it shall be done. So once one comes into agreement with God, then one must learn to see it as being done. Walking by faith, and not by sight… One must remember that the spiritual realm, is greater then the physical realm. 

<opentext> Eph 6:18 and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints; (KJV)

<opentext> definition for watching.... 69  agrupneo- 1) to be sleepless, to keep awake, to watch 2) to be circumspect, to be attentive, to be ready

<opentext> Being attentive to Father and His Word. Knowing that His Word works. That no good thing will He withhold from you… And then of course, here is another "p" word for us, p-e-r-s-e-v-e-r-a-n-c-e....

<opentext> 4342  proskartereo- 1) to adhere to one, to be his adherent, to be devoted or constant to one 2) to be steadfastly attentive unto, to give unremitting care to a thing 3) to continue all the time in a place  4) to persevere and not to faint  5) to show oneself courageous for  6) to be in constant readiness for one, to wait on constantly

<opentext> What kind of thoughts is one entertaining their mind with? Seeing that which we asked for as being completed? Or, hoping that it may be so? Walking by faith, that is our ability to believe God and His word, knowing that his Word is greater then any circumstance that we can face… Paul in writing to the Philippians also put it another way, that we are to be independent of the external circumstances. That is again, walking and seeing in the Spirit of God, and not be moved or persuaded by what the physical tries to tell us… That  is hard for us to learn, as all of our life before we became Christians, we judged everything by our senses. We judged everything by how it appeared to us. It is now a matter of training one self, in God's ways. Learning to see things as God sees them.

<opentext> 2 Cor 5:17 17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. (KJV)

<opentext> Out with the old, in with the new. Now, learning to renew our mind with His Word. Walking in the newness of the Spirit, and not in the old of the letter. The Spirit gives life, the letter kills… Without faith, it is impossible to please Him. 

<opentext> John 8:28-29 28 Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things. 29 And he that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please him.  (KJV)

<opentext> We too have to allow Father to teach us. We have to learn His ways. One has to learn to do these things, so that we will be pleasing to Him. This is what should be our motivation… Greater is He that is in you, then he that is in the world. God has not given us the spirit of fear; but rather that of a sound mind that is settled in and on His Word, for you are established in the truth and power of His Word… Praying always....praying without ceasing...learning to communicate with God at all times, not just when there appears to be problems or troubles… Praying for all saints. How often did you see Jesus Christ praying for His own needs?

<diligently> not very often did He.

<h-d-k> only once that we can recall for sure

<diligently> only one comes to heart, when He asked Father way He forsake Him.

<ready2> not that often

<opentext> There are very few instances in which we find this, and that mainly before going to the cross and the grave. We are supposed to be one body, established in the one faith, by the one Lord… As such, we should always be listening in the Spirit, so we are aware of the needs within the body of Christ… Today, will you make the effort to hear all that Father asks of you?
